Initial Reports Narrative

1) Discussion of differences between/among states.

The pooling trial in the 310, 415 and 714 NPAs in California have been ordered but only 310  pool is in place at this time.  Requests for utilization data from service providers indicate that the PUC may only include blocks with contamination rates of ten percent or less, but the Commission has been otherwise silent on this issue.  The Commission is apparently counting heavily on pooling to conserve numbers since it has suspended other forms of relief at this time, including the previously planned issuance of an additional area code in 310 and 415 NPAs.  The FCC ordered California to employ pooling by MSA, but the State is apparently using NPAs as its basis for pooling.
