Pooling Monitoring
States with authority to implement pooling: IL, CA, FL, MA, NY, ME, TX, CT, WI, OH, NH (Total of 11)

State with petitions for authority to implement pooling: NE, IN, UT, MO, IO, TN, NC, VA, PA, WA, AZ, CO (Total of 12)

ME: Pooling ordered in NPA 207. Now in block protection period. New proposed order to deviate from INC guidelines to permit 15 month carrier inventories at the initiation of pooling.

IL: Pooling will be implemented within NPA 708 on 4/03/00. (Total of 5 NPAs in pooling in IL)
IN:  IURC will hold its first Pooling Committee meeting in Indianapolis on February 25th. 

CA: Order for 310, slated for pooling in March, 2000; includes 75 percent fill rates for blocks; requires reporting across 12 categories of numbers.

Pooling trials were ordered by CPUC for the 415 and 714 NPAs to begin on July 29, 2000 and November 4, 2000, 
respectively. Draft orders also issued in NPAs 925 and 562 (Total of 5 NPAs in CA.)

FL: Staff recommendation (not an order) to FPSC to implement pooling in NPA 954 on May 1, 2000 using NPAC Release 1.4; NPA 561  using 1.4 on July 1, 2000 and NPA 904 on Oct 1, 2000 using NPAC Release 3.0. Industry proposed all three NPAs 954, 561, 904 when NPAC release 3.0 becomes available.

NY: First mandatory trial is in NPA 716 with start date of April 1, 2000. Schedule for rollout of pooling in New York State was proposed by Commission (no order). Proposal suggests starting in July, pooling in one additional NPA every two months Voluntary pooling currently in 212, 718. 516/631 slated for mid-2000 voluntary trials. 

TX: Commission draft order for NPA 512 beginning Aug.1, 2000.

NH: Single NPA state, 603; forecast and utilization reports due; block protection begins in February. Vacant block pooling begins April, 2000. Contaminated block pooling to begin January, 2001.

CT: Workshop held; 

OH: First Staff Task Force meeting held. 

MA: Order identifies 617, 781, 508 978 to begin a staggered rollout in second quarter 2000.

WI: Open proceedings for three NPAs; no activity on pooling.

Work Plans

NRO will provide NANC with the highlights of state activity and emerging issues in its monthly reports.

Updated matrices will be provided quarterly.

Other Issues

Cost Recovery: being discussed in workshop in Florida, but little is known anywhere at this time how costs will be recovered.
