· Assignments from January 2001 through December 2001 averaged 867 codes per month.  Factoring in the return of codes, the net code assignment rate averaged 362 codes per month.  

· For comparison purposes, the assignment rate from January 2000 through December 2000 averaged 1,284 codes per month.  Factoring in the return of codes, the net code assignment rate averaged 979 codes per month.

· In November 2001, the net assignment rate was negative (i.e., more codes were returned than assigned).

· Total assignments for 2001 is 10,398 codes.  Net assignments for 2001 was 4,340 codes.  In comparison, there were 15,410 codes assigned in 2000.  Net assignments in 2000 were 11,784.

Summary of Central Office Code Categories

The following are the definitions of the code categories included on the CO Code Activity Report. 

Requests – Sum of all the different categories of code requests by month.

Assignments – Quantity of CO code applications (i.e., the Part 1 Request form of the CO code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines) that resulted in the assignment of a code to a service provider.

Changes – Quantity of CO code applications that resulted in a change in the information associated with a code assignment.  Per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines, service providers submit a Part 1 Request form with the appropriate changes. 

Suspensions – Quantity of CO code applications that were suspended by NANPA due to the need for additional clarification or documentation or further follow-up with the code applicant.  Effective August 2001, NANPA eliminated this category.  Any code application suspended and later assigned or denied will appear in the “Assignments” or “Denials” category.

Denials – Quantity of CO code applications that were denied assignment of a code because they failed to meet the criteria for assignment as prescribed by the CO Code Assignment Guidelines. 

Cancel– Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to either cancel or withdraw a previous assignment request.

Disconnects – Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to disconnect an assigned code.  Codes that are returned to NANPA are included in this category.

Reservations – Quantity of code applications requesting and receiving a code reservation per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines.  Applicants receiving a code reservation must submit a Part 1 Request form at the time they want the code to be assigned to them.

Lottery Denial – Quantity of code applications in a lottery that were denied because the application was not selected in the lottery.  Effective January 2001, NANPA eliminated this category.  These denials are now included in the “Denial” column.  

Lottery Priority – Quantity of code applications in a lottery that were selected for eventual assignment of a code.  The priority status indicates when their request will become eligible for assignment.  Effective January 2001, NANPA eliminated this category.  Any code put in the lottery priority category and assigned or denied in a subsequent month will be shown as an assignment/denial in that month.

There are 800 possible combinations in NXX format.

Of the 800, 125 are not assignable or set aside for special purposes.  These are N11 (8), expansion codes N9X
 (80), blocks reserved by INC 37X and 96X (20), 555 and 950 (2), codes set aside by INC for 88X expansion 883-5 and 887 (4), 521-9 set aside to avoid confusion with Mexican wireless users roaming in the US (9), and non-dialable toll point codes 886 and 889 (2).

Subtracting 125 from 800 leaves 675 assignable codes.

Of the 675 assignable codes, 363 are currently assigned.

Of the 363 assigned codes, 315 are in service.

Of the 315 codes in service, 302 are geographic and 13 are non-geographic:  456, 500, 600, 700, 710, 800, 877, 866, 880, 881, 882, 888, 900.

Of the 363 assigned codes, 48 are awaiting implementation.  
Of the 675 assignable codes, 312 are currently unassigned.

Of the 312 unassigned codes, 48 are easily recognizable codes (ERCs) currently allocated for non-geographic use, and 264 are general purpose codes.

Of the 48 unassigned ERCs, 11 are reserved
, leaving 37 available.
Of the 264 general purpose codes, 222 are reserved
, leaving 42 available.

* The increase of 9 NPAs unavailable for assignment is due to the 521-529 NPAs being set aside to avoid confusion with Mexican wireless roaming in the U.S.  Originally, it was planned that these codes would become available for assignment as NPAs in 2001.  However, it was requested by INC in June 2001 that these codes remain unavailable until February 2003. 

** The quantity of reserved ERCs decreased by one NPA since the 522 NPA is part of the 521-529 series.

NPA Denial

On December 17, 2001, NANPA denied a request for the assignment of two (2) NPA codes in relief of the 208 NPA in Idaho (the text of the letter is attached).

The reason for the denial was that the Idaho Commission’s 208 Relief Order was inconsistent with the NPA Code Relief Planning Guidelines, which state that imbalances in the projected lives of the proposed NPAs greater than 10 years shall be avoided.  In its 208 Order, the Idaho Commission ordered a three-way geographic split as the means of relief for the 208 NPA and the three resulting NPAs have projected lives of 13, 17 and 40 years, a difference greater than 10 years.  

NANPA noted that the Idaho Commission may submit to NANPA a request for a relief NPA consistent with the NPA Code Relief Planning Guidelines or, may appeal the denial to the appropriate governmental/regulatory body consistent with the appeals process described in the NPA Assignment Guidelines.

Pursuant to the NPA Code Relief Planning & Notification Guidelines
, the North American Numbering Plan Administrator NeuStar, Inc. (“NANPA”), as a neutral third party administrator, hereby notifies the Idaho Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) that the Idaho telecommunications industry request for two new relief NPA codes as ordered by the Commission in its December 5, 2001 order directing a three-way geographic split of the 208 numbering plan area (“NPA”) code (the “208 Relief Order”)
 is denied.
  

The Commission’s 208 Relief Order is inconsistent with the NPA Code Relief Planning Guidelines
, which state that imbalances in the projected lives of the proposed NPAs greater than 10 years shall be avoided.  In its 208 Order, the Commission ordered a three-way geographic split as the means of relief for the 208 NPA and the three 

resulting NPAs have projected lives of 13, 17 and 40 years, a difference greater than 10 years.
  Recently, the Federal Communications Commission (“FCC”) stated that state commissions are not free to disregard industry guidelines and the FCC “intends to review carefully and critically any future area code relief plans that are clearly outside the industry guidelines.”
 

Thus, consistent with the NPA Code Relief Planning Guidelines, NANPA hereby denies the request for a new 208 relief NPA.
  The Commission may submit to NANPA a request for a relief NPA consistent with the NPA Code Relief Planning Guidelines or, may appeal the denial to the appropriate governmental/regulatory body consistent with the appeals process described in the NPA Assignment Guidelines.

NRUF Reporting

Notification of Form 502 (NRUF) February 2, 2002 submission

Per the FCC Numbering Resources Optimization Order (NRO Order), FCC 00-104, carriers must submit an updated Form 502 on or before February 1, 2002, unless your state commission has reduced the filing requirement to an annual reporting.  Utilization data should be as of December 31, 2001.  Forecast data is a five-year forecast for the February submission.  Year 1 on all forecast forms refers to resources needed in 2002.  

February 1, 2002 NRUF submissions will be accepted no earlier than January 1, 2002.   

Carriers can submit the February 1, 2002 NRUF submissions to cocus@neustar.com, or via Electronic File Transfer (EFT) to ftp://www.nanpa.com/pub/incoming/cocus/.   Carriers should refer to the Form 502 Job Aid for unique specifications and direction to submit the Form 502 via EFT, as well as specific directions for populating and moving the data in the Form 502 in excel format.  The Form 502 Job Aid, the Unique Area Forecasting instructions, and the list of NPAs where pooling has been implemented as of December 31, 2001, will all be updated to reflect instructions for the February 1, 2002 cycle.    

Those carriers submitting the Form 502 excel spreadsheet must note in the email transmission that they are attaching the February 1, 2002 NRUF submission.  Carriers should submit any updates to the August 1, 2001 submission to rev-cocus@neustar.com   

Please note that carriers should submit revisions directly to the Customer Service Representative as noted in the NANPA error message.  Updates and corrections to the August 1, 2001 NRUF submissions will be accepted through December 31, 2001.   If a carrier needs to update the August 1, 2001 forecast between January 1 and January 31, the carrier should send a new Form 502, containing only forecast information, to rev-cocus@neustar.com
Form 502, and instructions for completing and submitting it, can be downloaded from the NANPA website at http://www.nanpa.com through the link on the left frame of the NANPA homepage entitled “NRUF Form 502 (formerly COCUS)”.  Carriers must also report utilization for all their assigned NXX codes from the 500 NPA and 900 NPA as well as a five-year forecast for each resource.   The NRUF Form 502 can be accessed by pressing the button for 500/900 Non-Geographic Reporting.  Directions for reporting on these non-geographic codes, as well as the Form 502 Job Aid for Non-geographic reporting can be found at http://www.nanpa.com under the NRUF Form 502 link.
