1) Karen Norcross and Don Gray to develop a definition for “telematics”

a) Noted the eMail correspondence with NANC Chairman Koutsky that the FoN could suggest an alternative definition of telematics as long as the original FCC definition was noted. 

b) No objection to the revised definition of telematics but several participants wanted a chance to take back one more time. 

c) A participant requested including IP network distinctions in the definition. Question of whether they’d be using NANP resources. The point was discussed.

3) Penn Pfaust to determine if IMS addressing is a possible alternative to TN for telematics – Penn provided information on his investigation. “It appears that IMS standards support end points that do not have a telephone number. These could be addressed by a ‘SIP-routable SIP URI’. This would only be appropriate for end points that don’t need to be dialed from basic telephones and the capability is not necessarily there yet. “
