The submitter briefly reviewed the AID form.  The submitter noted that she, Mike Balch and Cathie Capita were working on a definition of telematics for submission as a contribution should the AID be accepted.

It was asked if activity no. 2 was meant to try and get SPs to provide forecasts of the numbering usage for telematics.  The AID submitter said that it was more general than that; would they, for example, continue to need numbers at all.

It was agreed to accept the AID as written.

Form submitter reviewed the changes to the form and the planned actions.  

There was discussion of the scope of the issue and suggested analysis and whether changes were needed before FoN could accept as a work project.  

Co-chair noted that the scope of the issue and project should be within a realm for which the WG could produce a deliverable and that is within the scope of the WG’s Mission & Scope
A member noted that we need to allow for the possibility of different conclusions for different services.  After some discussion, it was further noted that it may not be necessary to change the form as long as the actual activity of analyzing the models for different services rather than just as a whole takes place since you might get a different result for different services e.g., toll-free/non-geographic vs. geographic.

A question was raised as to whom we assume gets paid for the number the NANPA, the Carrier assigned the number etc.

It was noted that if market based telephone number may be transformed and a whole new set of regulations or non-regulatory policy may evolve.

The WG accepted the AID Form as presented.
