4 Contributions

1. Verizon Contribution – Jim Castagna present a contribution based upon input from Courtney Jackson of the O.U.R. 
a. VoIP technology enables consumers to place calls into and out of Jamaica without utilizing their infrastructure and payment of applicable tariffs. 

b. Penn Pfautz commented that many of the O.U.R.s concerns cross over into areas that are outside of the FoN and NANC and we should proceed with extreme caution. 

c. Karen Mulberry also stated that this issue crosses into areas of international compensation. 

d. Anna Miller commented that there are other examples of tariffs being applied to calls due to calls that are not consistent the “home” NPA-NXX of the call due to the mobility of phone numbers. 

2. Verizon Contribution – The FoN AID Form v2 was reviewed and some minor adjustments were made to increase usability. 
3. Verizon Contribution – The FoN AID Process Steps v2 were reviewed. In step 4 the phrase (any one) was removed so that all sponsors of an AID Form must concur in the withdrawal of an AID Form. During the discussion it was clarified that once the FoN accepted “ownership” transferred from the submitters to the FoN and the topic must be worked to conclusion.
