Observations:

· 1Q07 assignments totaled 1,117 compare with 1,204 in 1Q06.

· March 2007 is highest number of monthly assignments in past two years.
· Net assignments in 1Q07 were 975 as compared to 1,010 in 1Q06.

NPA Relief Planning
Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (report attached)

There are 2 NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· IL NPA 630 – In a letter dated March 16, 2007, NANPA provided the Illinois Commerce Commission (ICC) 30-day advance notice of the possible assignment of a central office code from the NPA (NPA 331) that will be overlaid on NPA 630.  As of 3/31/07, two codes remained available for assignment from the 630 NPA.
· WV NPA 304 – In a letter dated April 4, 2007 NANPA notified the West Virginia Public Service Commission of the revised exhaust projection for NPA 304.  The new projected exhaust date is 3Q08.  The previous exhaust projection was 3Q07.  The new projection reflected the new numbering data resulting from the re-designation of some rate centers from optional pooling to mandatory pooling.  
Other NPA Relief Activities

· IL NPA 815 - The new 779 NPA became effective on March 17, 2007.  

· IL NPA 217 – The ICC ordered an overlay for the 217 NPA and NANPA assigned the new 447 NPA in August 2006.  On March 6, 2007, the ICC approved the industry’s implementation plan.  Local calls will require 10-digit dialing with 1+10-digit permissive dialing at the service provider’s discretion.  Toll calls will require 1+10-digit dialing.  Once the level of remaining codes reaches 50, NANPA will convene an industry meeting to establish a 13-month implementation interval for the 217-447 NPA overlay.  When the dates are determined, NANPA will publish a planning letter.

· CA NPA 714 – The CPUC staff had requested NANPA to conduct an industry meeting to update the planning document. In October 2006, NANPA conducted an industry meeting which resulted in a recommended overlay. Following local jurisdiction and public meetings in January 2007, on March 9, 2007, NANPA filed an updated relief petition with the CPUC that recommended an overlay.  
· LA 504/985 – On March 21, 2007, the Louisiana Public Service Commission (LPSC) ordered a Rate Center Consolidation (RCC) and Boundary Realignment for the 504 and 985 area codes in Louisiana.  At the request of the LPSC Staff, NANPA conducted an industry meeting in February to solicit feedback to an AT&T-LA proposal.  This proposal recommended a rate center consolidation and boundary realignment for the LA 504/985 area codes due to the devastation caused by Hurricane Katrina.  On April 5, 2007, NANPA conducted an implementation meeting.  NANPA intends to issue a Planning Letter concerning this activity later this month.
NPA and NANP Exhaust Projections
The NPA and NANP exhaust projections will be available at the end of April and will be posted on the NANPA website (www.nanpa.com).  Notice will be sent to the NANC and the industry.  The assumptions and methodology used in both the NPA and NANP exhaust analysis will remain the same as in previous studies.  
NANPA Change Orders

Change Order 8 – Effective February 23, 2007, NANPA checks to see if there are any active or pending ports on a central office code in which the service provider desires to change the associated rate center.  

Change Order 9 – Effective April 9, 2007, service providers are permitted to submit a Part 4 for a non-pooled, dedicated code obtained via the Pooling Administrator (PA) to the NANPA instead of the PA.  NANPA sends its confirmation of receipt of the Part 4 (i.e., the Part 5) to the service provider and the PA.  

Change Order 10 - Change Order 10 is a result of the NOWG recommendation regarding the central office codes that are in a status of “Pooling Set-Aside” to be included in the “Available” status on various reports (i.e., Central Office Code Assignment Activity Record, Central Office Code Availability Report) instead of their current placement in the “Unavailable Code” status.

The FCC approved this change order on March 30, 2007.

· Volume of returned codes with ported TNs down from 315 in 2005 

Industry Use of Up-to-Date CO Code Application Form

· Starting April 1, 2006, NANPA and the Pooling Administrator (PA) only accepted the December 9, 2005 (or later) version of the paper Part 1.  Any earlier version of the paper Part 1 was denied.

· Initial notice on this matter was sent via NAS on February 20, 2006.  Subsequent notices were distributed up until the April 1, 2006 date.  

NAS and Rate Center Consolidations/Splits

· NANPA assumed responsibility for updating NAS to reflect rate center consolidations and splits.  Service providers are no longer required to submit Part 1 forms to NANPA for these types of changes.  NANPA also distributes a notification via NNS to educate the industry on rate center changes.

Denying CO Assignments to a Service Provider that has opted into Pooling 

· Industry guidelines were modified so that NANPA would deny a CO request from a service provider participating in pooling in a voluntary pooling rate center if that service provider did not submit its request through the Pooling Administrator

· NAS was enhanced with the capability to deny service providers the ability to request resources where the service provider had opted into voluntary pooling

· Prior to this change, NANPA had to rely upon a certification by the service provider that it was not participating in voluntary pooling 

For the NANPA AOCN enterprise service, 9,731 Part 2 submissions were processed in 2006 (compared with 6,444 in 2005)
· 100% of all applications were processed in 5 working days or less  

2006 NPA Relief Planning Highlights

NPA relief planning activities

· New relief planning activity started picking up in 2006
· Two new relief projects were initiated in 2006 (no new projects in 2005)
· Relief planners directed most of their activity to current relief projects such as:

· Implemented State Commission relief orders for four (4) NPAs

· Jeopardy rescinded for three (3) NPAs
· Updated exhaust forecasts to reflect lower demand for selected NPAs

· Reviewed unavailable code lists to increase assignment pools 

· Shadowed forty-six industry subcommittee meetings to implement the CA 310 and IL 815 Overlays

NPA relief planning met performance objectives on all 49 tracked events
· Continued to provide a very high level of customer satisfaction in the conduct of industry meetings 
· Based on quality surveys, NANPA received an average overall score of 4.91 out of a maximum of 5.0 on conference calls (15 conference calls in 2006) 
NANPA supported efforts to improve number optimization and provided excellent service to regulators and the industry

NAS Users


At year-end 2006, there was a total of 1,856 NAS registered users (same as in 2005), along with 2,419 mailing list participants (up from 1,827 in 2005)

NAS Capabilities

NAS supports a variety of number administration functions.  The capabilities include the following:

CO Code Administration

· Service providers submit the Central Office Code Part 1s, MTEs, and Part 4s through a secure, web-based system

· Permits service providers to search, view and print all forms related to a Part 1 request, including the Part 1, MTE, Part 3, Part 4 and Part 5

· Queries allow the service provider to search for submitted Part 1s, assigned Part 3s and submitted Part 4s by state, NPA, OCN, date or date range.  Also provides capability to allow service providers to search on all assignments needing Part 4s.

Other Resources

· Service providers can submit the appropriate application forms for 500-NXXs, 900-NXXs, 456-NXXs, Carrier Identification Codes, 555 line numbers and 800-855 line numbers

· Service providers can search, view and print all forms related to an application and response

NRUF

· In addition to submitting utilization and forecast data via email and secure FTP, NAS provides service providers the capability to submit this information online, and provide updates to this data throughout the submission cycle 

· Create and submit a Geographic Form 502 and Non-Geographic Form 502 for the current reporting cycle

· Modify a Geographic Form 502 and Non-Geographic Form 502 by adding new utilization and/or forecast data for the current reporting cycle

· Modify a Geographic Form 502 and Non-Geographic Form 502 by modifying or deleting utilization and/or forecast data submitted for the current reporting cycle

· Service providers can search for most recent company information, utilization data, and/or forecast data submitted for the current reporting cycle for either Geographic Form 502 or Non-Geographic Form 502 

· State commissions and the FCC have online access to service-provider submitted utilization and forecast data provided via NRUF for their respective area codes
NNS

· Interested parties receive notifications on such items as changes to assignment guidelines, NRUF requirements, report availability, client education and system maintenance and availability 

· Notifications are available on a state-by-state basis, providing information about NPA relief planning activities, jeopardy notifications and state-specific regulatory activities

· Access to NPA relief planning documents is limited to only those authorized to participate in the relief planning process

NAS Registration Management

· User can modify their NAS profile by updating contact information, adding new capabilities (e.g., adding NRUF to their profile), adding and deleting OCNs, modifying the notices they wish to receive, etc.

· Parties interested in only receiving notices can sign-up to the NAS mailing list service

· NAS users may automatically reset their password when their password is set to expire.  Notification sent 10 business days prior to the expiration date.

2006 NAS Enhancements

CO Code Administration

· Implemented Change Order 6 (INC Issue 517 – Denying NXX Assignment to a Service Provider that has opted into Pooling) – NAS was modified to deny the assignment of a central office code to a service provider participating in pooling in a voluntary pooling rate center, if the service provider did not submit its request through the National Pooling Administrator.  The FCC approved the change order on October 23, 2006 and NANPA implemented it in December 2006.
· Modified NAS to include standard Part 3 text to address denial of a returned code with only intra-SP ports (INC Issue 518)

· Modified the Part 4 reminder text per INC Issue 511, reminding the service provider to submit the Part 4 to the same administrator with whom the service provider submitted the original Part 1 request
· Added standard verbiage to the Part 3 response form to notify CO Code applicants to use the correct version (12/9/05) of the Part 1 form
· Enhanced NAS to alert the Code Administrator if the applicant’s NAS login is disabled.  
· Added the PAS tracking number in NAS, which permits Code Administrator to correlate the PAS tracking number with the NAS Part 1 request

NRUF

· Modified passwords associated with secure FTP used to submit NRUF data.  These passwords will continue to be changed on a six month basis for security purposes.

· Added an internal, on-line capability which permits NANPA to search all states for NRUF data associated with a specific OCN.  This capability is extremely useful in NANPA assisting service providers and regulators in identifying OCN-specific NRUF data.   

· Reduced the allowable contamination level for NPA 310 donated blocks on NRUF utilization forms from 25% to 10% to reflect completed relief measures
· Added NRUF error messages related to unacceptable NRUF formatting (e.g., converting the Form 502 to a PDF file) and use of incorrect modification flags when filing via FTP  

· Updated selection criteria and report output screens to more clearly identify NRUF reports applicable to non-geographic (500/900) data  

· Enhanced the process of uploading NRUF files from CD so that the origin of the files is more clearly labeled as CD versus email on internal NRUF reports 

· Clarified the NAS NRUF error message pertaining to email filings with no entry in the service provider OCN field
· Modified NAS to display only the NPAs in a user’s registration profile when selecting various NRUF queries and reports
· Corrected the Total labels on the NRUF Form 502 F2 and F3 forecast forms when modifying an NRUF so that the appropriate label (Total NXXs) is displayed

Other Resources

· Implemented Change Order 7 (INC Issue 454 – Criteria Service Providers Must Meet to Obtain Growth 900 NXX) - This issue made changes to the 900 NXX application form.  The FCC approved the change order on October 23, 2006 and NANPA implemented it in December 2006.

· Updated the NAS User Registration Guide to include an expanded Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) section covering topics applicable to any NAS user as well as those registering for specific areas such as CO Code, NRUF or Other NANP Resources
NANPA Website
