· Update of LNPA WG’s LNP Best Practices:
· The LNPA WG is continuing a complete review and update of all existing Best Practices to ensure applicability to current industry practices and regulatory requirements.
· Once the review and update is completed and consensus is reached on the final Best Practices document, the LNPA WG will review the document with the NANC at a future meeting.
· One-Day Porting Lessons Learned Document:
· The LNPA WG is finalizing a one-day porting lessons learned document and will place it on the updated NPAC.com website.

· Areas addressed include planning and coordination, communication, test planning and execution, and implementation.

· Service Provider Support of NPAC Medium Timer for One-Day Porting:
· As of September 2011, approximately 650 SPIDs had their Medium Timer Indicator (MTI) profile set to “FALSE” in the NPAC, indicating those SPIDs did not support the medium timer in their local systems.
· Medium timer functionality is necessary to support one-day porting.
· Legitimate reasons for a SPID to not support the medium timer include:
· Service Provider has not received a bona fide request to port for that SPID.
· The SPID does not have any customer accounts that would qualify for a simple port request.
· The SPID is inactive.
· The SPID is LSMS-only.
