Three area codes were assigned in 2007.  NPA 364 was assigned as the relief area code for the Kentucky NPA 270.  NPA 587 was assigned to relieve the Alberta Canada NPA 780.  NPA 581 was assigned to relieve the Quebec Canada NPA 418.

Three area codes went into service: NPA 779 in Illinois (overlay of NPA 815), NPA 575 in New Mexico (split of NPA 505) and NPA 331 in Illinois (overlay of NPA 630).

NPA Relief Planning
Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (report attached)

There are six NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· CA 714 – On September 20, 2007 the California Public Utilities Commission approved an all-services overlay as the relief method for the 714 NPA.  The new 657 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 714 NPA.  Start of permissive ten digit dialing will begin in February 23, 2008 with mandatory dialing in August 23, 2008.  

· WV 304 – On January 29, 2008, the West Virginia Public Service Commission ordered an area code split.  The new area code is 681.  On February 13, 2008, the PSC changed this decision and decided to implement an overlay.  The initial implementation meeting will take place on March 4, 2008.  

· OR 503:  The Oregon Public Utilities Commission approved the industry’s Overlay Expansion Plan for the expansion of the 971 NPA concentrated overlay to include the remaining 14 coastal rate centers in the 503 NPA.  Permissive dialing started October 21, 2007 and mandatory dialing begins April 27, 2008.  

· NM 505:  The New Mexico geographic split of the 505 NPA is underway.  A 12-month permissive started October 7, 2007 with mandatory dialing on October 5, 2008; the end of the recording period is January 11, 2009.  

· IL 773 - NANPA has assigned the 872 NPA as the new relief code. NANPA is to notify the ICC when the NPA is within 30 days of exhaust. The new relief NPA will be opened 90 days after exhaust.

Other NPA Relief Activities

· KY 270 - NANPA published Planning Letter 365 on July 30, 2007 for the implementation of the NPA split of the KY 270 area code.  Permissive dialing of the new 364 area code will start on January 1, 2009, with mandatory dialing date yet to be determined. 

· UT 801:  The Utah Public Service Commission approved an overlay for the 801 NPA to introduce the new 385 NPA.  Permissive dialing will start June 1, 2008 and mandatory dialing will be on March 1, 2009.  

· CA 818:  The CPUC conducted meetings for the local jurisdictions and the general public in October 2007.  On December 19, 2007, NANPA filed an updated petition for an overlay.
· OK 918:  NANPA conducted a Pre-IPD meeting on January 30, 2008.  The NPA relief planning meeting is scheduled for March 27, 2008.

· OR 541:  NANPA conducted a Pre-IPD meeting on January 30, 2008. The relief planning meeting is scheduled for March 20, 2008.
State Number Administration Training Session

On February 14, 2008, NANPA participated in a training session for state regulatory commission representatives sponsored by NeuStar.  NANPA reviewed its overall administration responsibilities and specifically focused on three areas:  area code relief planning, Central Office Code administration and NRUF reporting.  NANPA also provided a demonstration of NANP Administration System (NAS) capabilities available to registered state users.

2007 Year-End Resource Status Update

FG B Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

There were no new FGB CICs assigned by NANPA in 2007.  NANPA has continued its concerted effort during 2007 to investigate and reclaim FGB CICs that were “abandoned” (assigned to companies no longer in business) and/or not in service.  Our efforts have resulted in the reclamation of 42 FGB CICs.  

As of 12/31/07, 294 FGB CICs were assigned in total.  The potential exhaust of the FG B CIC resource is not a concern based on the current rate of assignment.

FG D Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

In 2007 NANPA assigned 82 FGD CICs, yielding an average assignment rate of nearly 7 codes per month.  US/Canadian switchless resellers received 19 of these assignments.  As of 12/31/07, 7,671 FGD CICs remain available for assignment.  NANPA continued its concerted effort during 2007 to investigate and reclaim FGD CICs that were “abandoned” (assigned to companies no longer in business) and/or not in service.  Our efforts resulted in the reclamation of 155 FGD CICs.  

Based on the 2007 average monthly assignment rate, the projected exhaust for the FGD CIC resource is over 90 years.   Note that reclaimed/returned FGD CIC assignments are not factored into this projection, and that this projection is based on current circumstances; i.e., the FCC limit of 2 FGD CICs per “entity.”

All ranges of FGD CICs are now available for assignment (i.e., 0XXX-9XXX) with the exception of the following 223 unassignable codes:  0000, 5000 (both set aside for testing purposes only), 0911, X411, 411X, and 9000-9199 (to be used for intra-network purposes only).

In 2007, NANPA assigned 147 new 500-NXX codes (yielding an average assignment rate of 12.25 codes per month) and reclaimed a total of 5 codes.  As of 12/31/07, there were 713 assigned 500-NXX codes and 77 available for assignment.  On January 3, 2008, NANPA announced via Planning Letter 372 that the NPA 533 had been assigned to relief the NPA 500.  NANPA will continue to keep the industry posted on the current supply of 500 NXXs and when NXX assignments from the new 533 NPA will commence.

555 Line Numbers

The intended use for 555 line numbers, in the format 555-XXXX, where X is any digit from 0 through 9, includes the provisioning of information services, but may grow to include a broad range of existing and future services as well.  In 2007, there were eight (8) new 555 line numbers assigned by NANPA.  Six (6) 555 line number assignments were reclaimed in 2007.  One (1) application was submitted and later denied.  

As of 12/31/07, a total of 7,459 national assignments and 398 non-national assignments (296 actual line numbers, 102 of which are assigned to one or more assignees in one or more NPA) were in effect. In addition, 116 line numbers remain in “dispute” status, and 100 line numbers are reserved for the entertainment/advertising industries.   At year end 2007 there are 2,028 555 line numbers available for assignment. The current assignment trend indicates no concern for exhaust of this resource.

NANPA Change Orders

Change Order 15 – This change order proposed an interface between the Pooling Administration System (PAS) and the NANP Administration System (NAS).  NANPA submitted this change order on October 30, 2007 and it was approved by the FCC on December 21, 2007.  Implementation is targeted for June 2008.

Processing Central Office Code Rate Center Changes 

· Effective February 2007, NANPA began requesting an NPAC report to see if there are any active or pending ported TNs on a central office code in which the service provider desired to change the associated rate center.  If the report shows ported TNs or pending ports, NANPA denies the application.  If the report shows no ported TNs or pending ports, NANPA processes the application with instructions to the applicant to immediately remove the NXX from the NPAC to ensure that no porting occurs between the time the ad hoc report was produced and the effective date of the rate center change.  

Submission of a Part 4 Confirmation of CO Code In-Service for Dedicated Non-Pooled Codes 

· Starting April 2007, NANPA began accepting the Part 4 Confirmation of CO Code In-Service from a service provider that designated a dedicated code obtained through the Pooling Administrator as a non-pooled code.

Reclassification of Codes in the Pooling Set-Aside Status in the NANP Administration System (NAS) to “Available” Codes

· In May 2007, central office codes in a status of “Pooling Set-Aside” were included in the “Available” status on various reports (i.e., Central Office Code Assignment Activity Record, Central Office Code Availability Report) instead of their previous placement in the “Unavailable Code” status.

Removal of Switch CLLI Information from the NANPA Website 

· In September 2007, the Switch CLLI information was removed from the NANPA public website.  At the same time, new reporting capabilities were incorporated on the password-protected side of NAS.  These reports include the same information as the public website reports, with the exception that Switch CLLI information appears on the password-protected NAS reports.  

Scheduling Central Office Code Disconnects

· Effective November 1, 2007, NANPA initiated scheduling an effective date for each approved code return/disconnect in the Telcordia™ Business Integrated Routing and Rating Database System (BIRRDS).  This new process was implemented in an effort to prevent a central office code with potentially ported TNs from being deleted in BIRRDS prior to NANPA approving the code return/disconnect.  

For the NANPA AOCN enterprise service, 5,952 Part 2 submissions were processed in 2007 (compared with 9,731 in 2006)
· 100% of all applications were processed in 5 working days or less 

· 2005-2006 financial audit completed and submitted to the FCC

· Permits service providers to search, view and print all forms related to a Part 1 request, including the Part 1, MTE, Part 3, Part 4 and Part 5

· Queries allow the service provider to search for submitted Part 1s, assigned Part 3s and submitted Part 4s by state, NPA, OCN, date or date range.  Also provides capability to allow service providers to search on all assignments needing Part 4s.

Other Resources

· Service providers can submit the appropriate application forms for 500-NXXs, 900-NXXs, 456-NXXs, Carrier Identification Codes, 555 line numbers and 800-855 line numbers

· Service providers can search, view and print all forms related to an application and response

NRUF

· In addition to submitting utilization and forecast data via email and secure FTP, NAS provides service providers the capability to submit this information online, and provide updates to this data throughout the submission cycle 

· Create and submit a Geographic Form 502 and Non-Geographic Form 502 for the current reporting cycle

· Modify a Geographic Form 502 and Non-Geographic Form 502 by adding new utilization and/or forecast data for the current reporting cycle

· Modify a Geographic Form 502 and Non-Geographic Form 502 by modifying or deleting utilization and/or forecast data submitted for the current reporting cycle

· Service providers can search for most recent company information, utilization data, and/or forecast data submitted for the current reporting cycle for either Geographic Form 502 or Non-Geographic Form 502 

· State commissions and the FCC have online access to service-provider submitted utilization and forecast data provided via NRUF for their respective area codes
NNS

· Interested parties receive notifications on such items as changes to assignment guidelines, NRUF requirements, report availability, client education and system maintenance and availability 

· Notifications are available on a state-by-state basis, providing information about NPA relief planning activities, jeopardy notifications and state-specific regulatory activities

· Access to NPA relief planning documents is limited only to those authorized to participate in the relief planning process

NAS Registration Management

· User can modify their NAS profile by updating contact information, adding new capabilities (e.g., adding NRUF to their profile), adding and deleting OCNs, modifying the notices they wish to receive, etc.

· Parties interested in only receiving notices can sign-up to the NAS mailing list service

· NAS users may automatically reset their password when their password is set to expire.  Notification sent 10 business days prior to the expiration date.

A total of 191 notifications were distributed via NAS in 2007.  All notifications are saved in NAS.
