Notification of a Service Provider Missing the Part 4 Due Date (Change Order 17)
On May 15, 2009, the NANP Administration System (NAS) was modified to send a new “Part 4 Delinquent” notice to the service provider when a Part 4 can no longer be accepted by NANPA.  This change was in response to INC Issue 613.  INC Issue 613 required NANPA to send a notice to the service provider if no Part 4 is received within six (6) months of the original code effective date.  

Prior to this enhancement, NAS sent a reminder notice to the service provider if a Part 4 (Confirmation of CO Code In-Service) had not been received during the first five (5) months after the code effective date.  This reminder notice was sent to those active NAS registered users that had 1) elected to receive reclamation notices and 2) included the NPA and Operating Company Number (OCN) in their NAS profile that matches the NPA and OCN associated with the central office code for which a Part 4 is due.  

With this new capability, NAS now sends a second notice on the first day that the Part 4 will no longer be accepted by NANPA.  The notice informs the service provider that it must submit the Part 4 to the appropriate regulatory authority.  Further, the notice is sent to the same NAS registered users that received the Part 4 reminder notification.  The notice is created and sent by NAS the night after the last day the Part 4 will be accepted by the system.

Two area codes were assigned in the 1H09.  NPA 938 was assigned as the relief area code for the Alabama NPA 256.  NPA 849 was assigned to relieve the Dominican Republic NPA 809/829.   

Three NPAs went into service in the 1H09:  NPA 681 in West Virginia; NPA 385 in Utah; and NPA 747 in California.  
NOTE:  On July 1, 2009, NPA 849 in the Dominican Republic went into service and NPA 531 was assigned in relief of NPA 402 in Nebraska.  

NPA Relief Planning
Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (report attached)

There are four NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· IL 773 – The Illinois Commerce Commission ordered an overlay for the Chicago 312 and 773 NPAs.  NANPA has assigned the 872 NPA as the new relief code. Implementation was delayed however with the introduction of various numbering optimization measures.  The ICC ordered the implementation of the overlay not to take place until after all 312 or 773 NPA-NXX codes have been assigned.  On June 25, 2009, NANPA notified the ICC that the 773 NPA was expected to exhaust within 30 days.  Per the ICC, the implementation intervals will begin with the assignment of the first code from the new 872 NPA and then a formal 90-day permissive dialing period before the effective date of that newly assigned code.  Once these dates are known, NANPA will publish a planning letter.  The industry should already have permissive dialing in their switches. Therefore, the industry must be prepared for a short notice to start the overlay implementation. (See PL-390).

· CA 760 NPA – The California Public Utilities Commission approved an overlay of the 760 NPA to introduce the new 442 NPA.  Permissive seven-digit or one plus ten-digit dialing started May 2, 2009 and mandatory one plus ten-digit dialing starts October 24, 2009. (See PL-381).

· CT 203 – In a decision dated September 22, 1999, the Department of Public Utility Control (DPUC) ordered an overlay of the 203 NPA to introduce the new 475 NPA.  Code conservation measures delayed exhaust of the 203 NPA for a decade.  On March 26, 2009, the DPUC approved the industry implementation plan for the overlay and statewide permissive 10-digit dialing started on May 16, 2009.  Mandatory dialing will start on November 14, 2009 (see PL-388).
· OR 541 NPA - The Oregon Public Utilities Commission approved an overlay of the 541 NPA to introduce the new 458 NPA.  Permissive seven-digit or ten-digit dialing began on July 12, 2009 and mandatory ten-digit dialing starts January 10, 2010. (See PL-383). 

Other NPA Relief Activities

· AR 870 NPA – On May 11, 2009, NANPA filed on behalf of the industry a relief petition for the Arkansas 870 NPA.  The industry recommended an overlay.

· PA 814 NPA – On June 10, 2009, NANPA filed on behalf of the industry a relief petition for the Pennsylvania 814 NPA.  The industry recommended an overlay.

· KY 270 – On June 2, 2009 the KY Public Service Commission (PSC) issued an order delaying the start of permissive dialing of the 270/364 NPA split from April 1, 2010 to no later than January 1, 2012.  This change is in response to the April 2009 NRUF that moved the projected exhaust date for the Kentucky 270 area code from 2Q2011 to 2Q2012.  The PSC deferred setting a date certain for mandatory dialing.
· WI 715 NPA – The Public Service Commission of Wisconsin approved an all-services overlay of the 715 NPA to introduce the new 534 NPA. Permissive seven-digit or ten-digit dialing begins October 17, 2009 and mandatory ten-digit dialing starts July 17, 2010 (see PL-384).

· AL 256 NPA – On March 3, 2009, the Alabama Public Service Commission approved an all-services overlay of the 256 NPA to introduce the new 938 NPA.  Permissive 10-digit dialing starts November 7, 2009.  Mandatory 10-digit dialing begins June 5, 2010 (see PL-389).

· PA 570 NPA – A significant increase in the demand for central office codes required NANPA to declare jeopardy for the 570 area code on April 1, 2009.  The industry met to plan relief for the 570 NPA on May 27, 2009 and the petition for relief was filed on July 1, 2009.
NPA Request from Sint Maarten, Netherland Antilles

In April 2008, NANPA received an application from Sint Maarten to the join the NANP.   Per the NPA Allocation Plan and Assignment Guidelines, the application was shared with the NANP member countries and appropriate industry forums (e.g., INC) to solicit their input and comment.  Responses were due in September.  No objections were received, and the INC recommended that NANPA approve the application allowing Sint Maarten to join the NANP.  NANPA is now waiting for Sint Maarten to provide an implementation plan, including specific dates, before making the assignment of an area code.

2009 Mid-Year Resource Status Update

FG B Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

There were no new FGB CICs assigned by NANPA in the first half 2009 and eight (8) FGB CICs reclaimed during the first half 2009.  

As of 6/30/09, 281 FGB CICs were assigned in total.  The potential exhaust of the FG B CIC resource is not a concern based on the current rate of assignment.  

FG D Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

From January 1 to June 30, 2009, NANPA assigned 37 FGD CICs, yielding an average assignment rate of 6.2 codes per month.  US/Canadian switchless resellers received 14 of these assignments.  As of 6/30/09, 7,749 FGD CICs remain available for assignment.  NANPA continued its effort during first-half 2009 to investigate and reclaim FGD CICs that were “abandoned” (assigned to companies no longer in business) and/or not in service.  Our efforts resulted in the reclamation of 37 FGD CICs.  

As of 6/30/09, 2,027 FGD CICs were assigned in total.  Based on the first-half 2009 average monthly assignment rate and the current FCC limit of two (2) FGD CICs per “entity ”, the potential exhaust of the FG D CIC resource is not a concern at this time.
All ranges of FGD CICs are now available for assignment (i.e., 0XXX-9XXX) with the exception of the following 223 unassignable codes:  0000, 5000 (both set aside for testing purposes only), 0911, X411, 411X, and 9000-9199 (to be used for intra-network purposes only).

500 NPA

In the first half of 2009, NANPA assigned 62 new 500-NXX codes, yielding an average assignment rate of 10.3 codes per month.  Fifteen (15) 500-NXXs were reclaimed/returned.  As of 6/30/09, there were 698 assigned 500-NXX codes, 93 codes available for assignment and 9 unassignable codes (all N11s and 555).  

Based upon the available supply of 500 NXXs and the forecasted demand as provided via the February 2009 Number Resource Utilization and Reporting (NRUF) submission cycle, up to and including all NRUF forecasts on file as of June 30, 2009, the 500 resource is projected to exhaust by the end of 2009.

900 NPA
In the first half 2009, there were no new 900-NXX codes assigned by NANPA and no codes were reclaimed/returned.  As of 6/30/09, there were 115 codes assigned, 47 codes reserved (for Canadian use), 8 unassignable codes (N11s), and 630 available NXXs.

555 Line Numbers

The intended use for 555 line numbers, in the format 555-XXXX, where X is any digit from 0 through 9, includes the provisioning of information services, but may grow to include a broad range of existing and future services as well.  In the first half 2009, 28 new 555 line number were assigned by NANPA, and 15 (4 non-national and 11 national) 555 line number assignments were reclaimed.  

As of 6/30/09, a total of 7,602 national assignments and 391 non-national assignments (292 actual line numbers) were in effect. In addition, 116 line numbers remain in “dispute” status, and 100 line numbers are reserved for the entertainment/advertising industries.   As of 6/30/09, there were 1,889 555 line numbers available for assignment. The current assignment trend indicates no concern for exhaust of this resource.
NPA 456 (International Inbound Service), 800-855, Vertical Service Codes and Automatic Number Identification (ANI) II Digits and N11 Codes

The purpose of NPA 456 and its associated NXXs is to enable the routing of inbound international calls for carrier-specific services, particular to that service provider's network, to and between countries served by the NANP.  800-855 numbers are used only for the purpose of accessing public services on the Public Switched Telephone Network (PSTN) intended for the deaf, hard of hearing, or speech impaired.  Vertical Service Codes (VSCs) are customer-dialed codes in the *XX or *2XX dialing format for touch-tone and the 11XX or 112XX dialing format for rotary phones.  They are used to provide customer access to features and services (e.g. call forwarding, automatic callback, etc.) provided by network service providers such as local exchange carriers, interexchange carriers or commercial mobile radio service (CMRS) providers.  Automatic Number Identification (ANI) “II” digits are digit pairs sent with the originating telephone number.  The digit pair identifies the type of originating station; e.g., plain old telephone service (POTS) or hotel/motel.

There were no assignments of these resources in the 1H09.
NANPA Change Orders

Change Order 18 – This change order requires NANPA to compare thousand-block (NPA-NXX-X) assignment data obtained from the Pooling Administrator (PA) with the utilization data collected from service providers during the semi-annual Number Resource Utilization and Forecast (NRUF) reporting process.  Through this comparison, NANPA is to identify the assigned thousand-blocks for which no utilization data was provided and contact the service provider to which the block is assigned to request that it submit appropriate utilization information.  NANPA is to also identify those instances where a service provider indicates on their NRUF submission that a thousand-block was donated to the PA but the PA block assignment data shows the block is assigned to the service provider.  NANPA submitted this change order on March 13, 2009 and it remains pending before the FCC.
NANP Administration System Update – In June 2009, NANPA received direction from the FCC to renew appropriate NAS hardware and software maintenance agreements set to expire in the July 2009.
