· Update of LNPA WG’s LNP Best Practices:
· The LNPA WG is continuing a complete review and update of all existing Best Practices to ensure applicability to current industry practices and regulatory requirements.
· Once the review and update is completed and LNPA WG consensus is reached on the final Best Practices document, the LNPA WG will determine next steps and keep the NANC informed.
· Planned 25K Transaction Load Test:
· Current NPAC throughput requirements necessitate support of up to 25,000 transactions in an hour.
· The LNPA WG had planned an industry load test for Wednesday, April 18th.
· Load test rescheduled to Wednesday, May 23rd, from 5am to 6am Eastern, in order to ensure sufficient transactions would be available.
· Neustar will utilize planned Service Provider porting projects to initiate the load test on the specified date and time.
· The load test is designed to ensure that all connected systems can support current industry throughput requirements.
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· Update of Vendor and Service Provider Test Plans:
· The LNPA WG continues reviewing and updating, as necessary, the existing Vendor interoperability and Service Provider regression and turn-up test plans.  
· These test plans are designed and necessary to ensure all Vendor platforms and Service Provider systems can interoperate with the NPAC and each other in accordance with established porting standards and functionality.
· Clarification of Port Cancellation Flow:
· The LNPA WG is making proposed clarifying revisions to Figure 12 of the NANC LNP Provisioning Flows.
· Figure 12 addresses the process to cancel a pending port at the request of the consumer.
· Once the revisions are completed, the Cancel Flow will be presented to the NANC with a request for endorsement.
