NPA Relief Planning
A summary of NPA relief planning projects is provided below:

· FL 305 NPA – On July 18, 2014, the Florida Public Service Commission issued an order mandating 10-digit dialing to begin April 18, 2015 in the Keys Rate Center.  The extension of the 786 NPA over the Florida Keys was effective June 1, 2015.  (See PL-468).
· SC 843 NPA – On December 13, 2013, the South Carolina Public Service Commission approved an all-services overlay of the 843 NPA.  The new 854 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 843 NPA. Permissive 10-digit dialing started March 14, 2015 with mandatory 10-digit dialing beginning September 19, 2015.  The effective date for the new 854 NPA is October 19, 2015.  (See PL-474).

· OH 614 – In 2001, the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio (PUCO) approved an all-services overlay of the 614 NPA. The new 380 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 614 NPA. On January 14, 2015, the PUCO issued its decision that the telecommunications industry should proceed with the implementation of the 614/380 overlay.  Permissive 7/10/1+10-digit dialing is scheduled to begin August 1, 2015 with mandatory 10/1+10-digit dialing starting January 30, 2016.  The effective date for the new 380 NPA is February 27, 2016.  (See PL-477).
· NC 336 NPA – On August 13, 2014, the North Carolina Utilities Commission approved an all-services overlay of the 336 NPA.  The new 743 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 336 NPA.  Permissive 10-digit dialing is scheduled to begin October 24, 2015 with mandatory 10-digit dialing starting April 23, 2016.  The effective date for the new 743 NPA is May 23, 2016.  (See PL-475).
· NY 631 NPA – On December 17, 2014 the New York State Public Service Commission approved an all-services overlay of the 631 NPA.  The new 934 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 631 NPA.  Permissive 10-digit dialing is scheduled to begin July 18, 2015 with mandatory 10-digit dialing starting June 18, 2016.  The effective date for the new 934 NPA is July 16, 2016.  (See PL-476R1).

· IN 317 NPA – On April 8, 2015, the Indiana Utility Regulatory Commission approved an all-services overlay of the 317 NPA.  The new 463 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 317 NPA.  Permissive 10-digit dialing is scheduled to begin March 19, 2016 with mandatory 10-digit dialing starting September 17, 2016.  The effective date for the new 463 NPA is October 17, 2016.  (See PL-482).
· Alberta, Canada 403/587/780 – The 825 NPA will be added to this overlay complex effective April 9, 2016.  (See PL-480).

· Southwestern Ontario, Canada 226/519 – The 548 NPA will be added to this overlay complex effective June 4, 2016.  (See PL-472).

· NY 212/646 – On March 20, 2015, NANPA filed a petition on behalf of the industry with the New York Public Service Commission recommending the addition of a new NPA to the 212/646 overlay complex.

· CA 323 NPA – On April 22, 2015, NANPA conducted a relief planning meeting for the 323 NPA.  Consensus was reached to recommend an NPA boundary elimination overlay between 213 and 323 NPAs to the California Public Utilities Commission.  The recommendation proposes the 213 and 323 area codes collectively serve the same geographic area currently served separately by the two NPAs.  Public meetings will be conducted in September, after which the petition for relief will be filed.
New 5XX NPA Code

On April 2, 2015, NANPA published Planning Letter 479, which noted that based upon the available supply of 5XX-NXXs and the forecasted demand as provided via the February 1, 2015 Numbering Resource Utilization and Reporting (NRUF) submission cycle, the 5XX-NXX resource was projected to exhaust in the second half of 2015.  The Industry Numbering Committee (INC) has agreed that the 588 NPA will be used as the next 5XX NPA. NANPA will continue to keep the industry posted on the current supply of 500, 533, 544, 566 and 577 NXXs and when assignments from the new 588 NPA will commence.

New 833 Toll-Free NPA Code

On April 15, 2015, NANPA published Planning Letter 481, which referenced a March 2015 analysis of the toll-free resource conducted by 800/SMS, Inc.  The analysis projected the current toll-free resource would reach 90% exhaust in 1Q16, and 95% exhaust in 1Q17.  Based upon this information, 800/SMS, Inc. recommends the FCC consider opening the 833 NPA on or about April 22, 2017.  Correspondence related to the exhaust of the toll-free resource is available on the NANPA website (http://www.nanpa.com/reports/reports_nruf.html).

NANPA Change Order 2

On May 22, 2015, NANPA submitted NANPA Contract (FCC12C0023) Change Order 2 in response to INC Issue 794 (Update 555 NXX Assignment Guidelines to Reflect a Moratorium on New Assignments).

INC is reviewing the use of 555 line numbers and NANPA has been conducting an outreach effort to assignees to determine how many 555 line numbers are actually in service.  Based on the initial results of this outreach, it appears that few (if any) are in service.  As a result, Issue 794 recommends a moratorium on all new 555 line number assignments until INC determines the best use of this resource.
Change Order 2 proposes to make no changes to the NANP Administration System (NAS) during the moratorium.  Rather, NANPA will deny any 555 line number assignment application and include a reference in its denial to the moratorium on assignments as noted in the 555 NXX Assignment Guidelines.
Other NANP and NANPA News

· The 2014 NANPA Annual Report was posted to the NANPA website (under Publications, NANPA Annual Report) on March 26, 2015.  

· The April 2015 NPA, NANP and 5XX NPA exhaust projections were posted to the NANPA website on April 24, 2015.  The assumptions and methodology used in both the NPA and NANP exhaust analysis remained the same as in previous studies.  

· The next Numbering Resource Utilization/Forecast (NRUF) reporting cycle begins on July 1, 2015.  Service provider NRUF submissions are due on or before close of business on Monday, August 3, 2015.  Service providers are to report utilization data as of June 30, 2015 and forecast data for the next 4 1/2 years, with Year 1 on all forecast forms referring to resources needed for the remainder of 2015.
