NANP Resource Update
NPA (Area Codes)
Three area codes have been assigned in 2007.  NPA 364 was assigned as the relief area code for the Kentucky NPA 270.  NPA 587 was assigned to relieve the Alberta Canada NPA 780.  NPA 581 was assigned to relieve Quebec Canada NPA 418.  
Three NPAs have gone into service in 2007.  NPA 779 in Illinois (overlay of NPA 815), NPA 331 in Illinois (overlay of NPA 630) and NPA 575 in New Mexico (split with NPA 505).  Presently, there are 372 assigned NPAs in the NANP.  Of these, 335 are in service, 325 as geographic area codes and 10 as non-geographic codes.
Central Office Codes

From January 1 through August 31, 2007, NANPA assigned 2,389 central office codes.  A total of 481 codes have been returned/reclaimed.

FG B Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

There have been no new FGB CICs assigned by NANPA in 2007 and 27 FGB CICs have been reclaimed.

FG D Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

Since the beginning of 2007, NANPA has assigned 60 FGD CICs, yielding an average assignment rate of 7.5 codes per month.  US/Canadian switchless resellers received 13 of these assignments.  As of August 31, 2007, 7,706 FGD CICs remain available for assignment.  NANPA has reclaimed 95 FGD CICs since the beginning of the year.

500 NPA

From January 1 though August 31, 2007, NANPA assigned 120 new 500-NXX codes (yielding an average assignment rate of 15 codes per month) and reclaimed three (3) codes.  As of August 31, 2007, there were 688 assigned 500-NXX codes and 102 available for assignment.  Based on the first half 2007 average assignment rate of 15 codes per month, and taking into account the updated 500 NRUF forecasts for 2007 forward, NANPA projects that the 500 resource may exhaust within one year.  

900 NPA

There have been four (4) 900-NXX assignments in 2007 and no codes reclaimed.  As of August 31, 2007, there were 119 assigned 900-NXX codes, 51 codes reserved (for Canadian use), and 618 available NXXs.

555 Line Numbers, 

There have been two (2) new assignments of the 555 resource in 2007.  

ANI Information Digit Pairs, N11 Codes, 456-NXX, Vertical Service Codes and 800-855 numbers

There have been no new assignments of these NANP resources in 2007.

NPA Relief Planning
Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (report attached)

There are 4 NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· CA NPA 714 – On September 20, 2007 the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) approved an all-services overlay as the relief method for the 714 NPA.  The new 657 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 714 NPA.  Start of permissive ten digit dialing will begin in February 2008 with mandatory dialing in August 2008.  
· WV NPA 304 – In a letter dated April 4, 2007 NANPA notified the West Virginia Public Service Commission of the revised exhaust projection for NPA 304.  The new projected exhaust date is 3Q08.  The previous exhaust projection was 3Q07.  The new projection reflected the new numbering data resulting from the re-designation of some rate centers from optional pooling to mandatory pooling.  
· Oregon 503:  The Oregon Public Utilities Commission approved the industry’s Overlay Expansion Plan for the expansion of the 971 NPA concentrated overlay to include the remaining 14 coastal rate centers in the 503 NPA.  Permissive dialing starts October 21, 2007 and mandatory dialing starts April 27, 2008.  

· KY 270 - NANPA published Planning Letter 365 on July 30, 2007 for the implementation of the NPA split of the KY 270 area code.  Permissive dialing of the new 364 area code will start on July 1, 2008.  NeuStar’s Number Pool Administration held a Supplemental Implementation meeting on August 21, 2007 and the industry agreed to a pooling start date no later than November 30, 2007.  Once the full effect of pooling is determined during the first half of 2008, the KY PSC plans to establish the mandatory dialing date for the new 364 area code.
Other NPA Relief Activities

· CA 818:  At the request of the CPUC, NANPA conducted an industry meeting on June 14, 2007 to update the relief plans for the California 818 NPA.  The CPUC will conduct meetings for the local jurisdictions and the general public October 22 – 24, 2007.  On behalf of the industry, NANPA will file a new relief application for an 818 NPA overlay once the public meetings are concluded.  

· NM 505:  The New Mexico geographic split of the 505 NPA is underway.  A 12-month permissive started October 7, 2007 with mandatory dialing on October 5, 2008; the end of the recording period is January 11, 2009.  

· Utah 801:  On July 12, 2007, the Utah Public Service Commission vacated its previous order for a geographic split and approved an overlay for the 801 NPA to introduce the new 385 NPA.  Permissive dialing will start June 1, 2008 and mandatory dialing will be on March 1, 2009.  

· WI 715 & 920:  The Public Service Commission of Wisconsin conducted nine public meetings in September for the 715 NPA and will conduct seven public meetings in October for the 920 NPA.  
NPA and NANP Exhaust Projections

The NPA and NANP exhaust projections will be available at the end of October and will be posted on the NANPA website (www.nanpa.com).  Notice will be sent to the NANC and the industry.  The assumptions and methodology used in both the NPA and NANP exhaust analysis will remain the same as in previous studies.  

NPA Request

In November 2006, NANPA reported to the NANC that it had received a request for the assignment of a “Charity NPA” from Kinsale Mobile.  According to the applicant, the NPA would be used “to promote the use of charitable telecommunications services to the public and to all suppliers.”  The request was forwarded to the Industry Numbering Committee (INC Issue 532) for their review.

At INC95, (August 16, 2007), the INC reached consensus that NANPA should deny the application of Kinsale Mobile for an Easily Recognizable Code (ERC).  This was based on the INC examination of the application and whether or not the application met the criteria in the NPA Allocation Plan and Assignment Guidelines for the assignment of an ERC.

NRUF Activities

State NRUF Refresher Training

NANPA conducted NRUF refresher training for state regulatory representatives on September 25 and 26, 2007.  Twenty-six state representatives from 17 different states participated in the training.
State NRUF Databases

NANPA distributed state NRUF databases in mid-September.  The information contained in the databases is also available on-line in the NANP Administration System (NAS).
NANPA Change Orders

Change Order 11 – This change ordered proposed the elimination of the use of the external server and associated software that currently generates the Part 1/Part 3 reports for authorized state regulators and incorporate this functionality into NAS.  The FCC approved this change order on June 1, 2007.  Implementation is complete.
Change Order 12 – This change order proposed to replace four (4) of the servers currently in use for the NANP Administration System (NAS). The manufacturer of these servers no longer provided maintenance support for this model server.  Two (2) of the servers were located in Sterling VA and the other two (2) were located in Charlotte NC.  The FCC approved this change order on July 9, 2007.  Implementation is complete.
Change Order 13 – This change order was in response to INC Issue 545: Removal of Switch CLLI Information from NANPA Website.  This change order removed the Switch CLLI information from the NANPA public website and incorporated new reporting capabilities on the password-protected side of the NANP Administration System.  These reports include the same information as the public website reports, with the exception that Switch CLLI information appears on the password-protected NAS reports.  The FCC approved this change order on August 8, 2007.  Implementation is complete.
Change Order 14 - This change order was in response to INC Issue 526: Edit COCAG Regarding Disconnect of NXXs in Telcordia BIRRDS.  This change order requires NANPA to schedule an effective date for each approved code return/disconnect in the Telcordia™ Business Integrated Routing and Rating Database System (BIRRDS).  The FCC approved this change order on September 25, 2007.  Implementation is scheduled for November 1, 2007.
