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NANP Resource Status Update

NPA (Area Codes)
Since January 1, 2010, six area codes have been assigned.  NPA 539 was assigned as the relief area code for the Oklahoma NPA 918.  NPA 929 was assigned to relieve the New York NPAs 347/718.  NPA 873 was assigned to relieve the Quebec, Canada 819 NPA.  NPA 365 was assigned as the relief area code for the Ontario, Canada NPAs 289/905.  NPA 272 was assigned to relieve the Pennsylvania NPA 570.  And finally, NPA 431 was assigned to relieve the NPA 204 in Manitoba, Canada. 

Seven NPAs have gone into service:  NPA 458 in Oregon; NPA 470 in Georgia; NPA 343 in Ontario, Canada; NPA 938 in Alabama; NPA 534 in Wisconsin; NPA 579 in Quebec, Canada; and NPA 855 for toll resources. 

One NPA code has been reserved for Jamaica.

Central Office Code Activity

From January 1 through September 30, 2010, NANPA assigned 2,133 central office codes.  A total of 224 codes have been returned/reclaimed.

FG B Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

One (1) FGB CIC has been assigned by NANPA in 2010 and five (5) FGB CICs reclaimed.  

As of September 30, 2010, 271 FGB CICs were assigned in total.  The potential exhaust of the FG B CIC resource is not a concern based on the current rate of assignment.  

FG D Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

From January 1 to September 30, 2010, NANPA assigned 40 FGD CICs.  US/Canadian switchless resellers received 6 of these assignments.  7,761 FGD CICs remain available for assignment.  A total of 46 FGD CICs were reclaimed.  

As of September 30, 2010, 2,016 FGD CICs were assigned in total.  Based on the 2010 average monthly assignment rate and the current FCC limit of two (2) FGD CICs per “entity,” the potential exhaust of the FG D CIC resource is not a concern at this time.

5YY NPA

From January 1 through September 30, 2010, NANPA assigned 505 5YY-NXX codes.  Over that same time period, no 5YY codes were reclaimed or returned.  As of September 30, 2010, there were 189 5YY NXXs available for assignment.  Recent assignment activity, along with updated NRUF forecasts on file at the end of September, indicates the 5YY resource will exhaust in the 4Q10 (see PL-411).  The Industry Numbering Committee (INC) has agreed that the 544 NPA will be used as the next 5YY NPA.  
900 NPA
For 2010, there have been no new 900-NXX codes assigned by NANPA and no codes have been reclaimed/returned.  As of September 30, 2010, there were 115 codes assigned, 47 codes reserved (for Canadian use), 8 unassignable codes (N11s), and 630 available NXXs.

555 Line Numbers

The intended use for 555 line numbers, in the format 555-XXXX, where X is any digit from 0 through 9, includes the provisioning of information services, but may grow to include a broad range of existing and future services as well.  From January 1 through September 30, 2010, 24 new 555 line numbers were assigned by NANPA.  No 555 line numbers were reclaimed.  

800-855

800-855 numbers are used only for the purpose of accessing public services on the Public Switched Telephone Network (PSTN) intended for the deaf, hard of hearing, or speech impaired.  Eighteen (18) 800-855 line numbers have been assigned through September 30, 2010.

Vertical Service Codes

Vertical Service Codes (VSCs) are customer-dialed codes in the *XX or *2XX dialing format for touch-tone and the 11XX or 112XX dialing format for rotary phones.  They are used to provide customer access to features and services (e.g. call forwarding, automatic callback, etc.) provided by network service providers such as local exchange carriers, interexchange carriers or commercial mobile radio service (CMRS) providers.  One VSC (*09) has been in assigned in 2010.
NPA 456 (International Inbound Service), Automatic Number Identification (ANI) II Digits and N11 Codes

The purpose of NPA 456 and its associated NXXs is to enable the routing of inbound international calls for carrier-specific services, particular to that service provider's network, to and between countries served by the NANP.  Automatic Number Identification (ANI) “II” digits are digit pairs sent with the originating telephone number.  The digit pair identifies the type of originating station; e.g., plain old telephone service (POTS) or hotel/motel.

There have been no assignments of these resources in 2010.
NPA Relief Planning
Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (report attached)

There are two NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· NE 402 NPA - The Nebraska Public Service Commission approved an all-services overlay as the relief method for the 402 NPA. The new 531 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 402 NPA. Permissive 10-digit local dialing started June 26, 2010; mandatory ten-digit dialing starts February 26, 2011. An open-ended ten-digit permissive local dialing for the adjacent NE 308 NPA started on June 26, 2010 as well. (See PL-397).  On August 31, 2010 the PSC issued a letter stating that NANPA is not to assign codes from the 531 NPA until the level of remaining 402 NPA codes reaches ten. (See PL-410).

· PA 570 NPA – On July 15, 2010, the Pennsylvania Public Utilities Commission approved an all-services overlay as the relief method for the 570 NPA.  The new 272 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 570 NPA.  When the PUC determines that the 570 NPA is within three (3) months of exhaust, it will notify the industry to begin customer education and permissive seven-digit and ten-digit dialing.  All network preparations are to be completed no later than March 1, 2011.  (See PL-409).
Other NPA Relief Activities

· OK 918 NPA – On January 4, 2010, the Oklahoma Corporation Commission approved an all-services overlay as the relief method for the 918 NPA. The new 539 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 918 NPA. Permissive 10-digit local dialing started August 7, 2010; mandatory ten-digit dialing starts March 5, 2011. (See PL-403).

· NY 718/347 NPAs – On December 16, 2009, the State of New York Public Service Commission approved an all-services-overlay as the relief method for the 718/347 NPA.  The new 929 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 718/347 NPA.  No permissive dialing period is necessary since ten-digit dialing is already in place.  Network preparation and customer education started July 16, 2010 and is to be completed by March 19, 2011.  (See PL-402).
· WI 920 NPA – On November 6, 2008, the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin approved an all-services overlay as the relief method for the 920 NPA. The new 274 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 920 NPA. Permissive seven-digit or ten-digit dialing begins May 14, 2011 and mandatory ten-digit dialing starts February 11, 2012 (see PL-385).

· AR 870 NPA – On December 11, 2009, the Arkansas Public Service Commission approved an all-services-overlay as the relief method for the 870 NPA.  The new 327 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 870 NPA.  Permissive seven-digit or ten-digit dialing will begin October 20, 2012 and mandatory ten-digit dialing will start April 20, 2013.  (See PL-400).

· KY 270 NPA – On August 13, 2010 the Kentucky Public Service Commission (PSC) issued an order that suspended the January 1, 2012 permissive dialing date for the 270/364 NPA split.  The mandatory dialing date remains open until further Order by the PSC.  (See PL-408).

NANPA Change Orders
Change Order 18 – This change order is scheduled for deployment on November 19, 2010.

This change order requires NANPA to compare thousand-block (NPA-NXX-X) assignment data obtained from the Pooling Administrator (PA) with the utilization data collected from service providers during the semi-annual Number Resource Utilization and Forecast (NRUF) reporting process.  Through this comparison, NANPA is to identify the assigned thousand-blocks for which no utilization data was provided and contact the service provider to which the block is assigned to request that it submit appropriate utilization information.  NANPA is to also identify those instances where a service provider indicates on their NRUF submission that a thousand-block was donated to the PA but the PA block assignment data shows the block is assigned to the service provider.  

Change Order 19 – This change order incorporates the payment of the annual cost associated with hosting an on-line survey developed by the NOWG to solicit industry input on the performance of NANPA and the Pooling Administrator in 2010.
Other NANP and NANPA News

· The NAS database servers were replaced on October 2, 2010.  The two new servers replaced the original NAS database servers that were purchased in August 2003.
· The 3Q10 NANPA Newsletter was posted on the NANPA website (www.nanpa.com) on October 6, 2010.  It can be found under Publications, Newsletters.  
· The October 2010 NPA and NANP exhaust projections will be available at the end of October and posted on the NANPA website (www.nanpa.com).  Notice will be sent to the NANC and the industry.  The assumptions and methodology used in both the NPA and NANP exhaust analysis will remain the same as in previous studies.
