Minutes

1. Roll Call and Agenda Review 

2. Review Action Item Status: 

2.1. All action items were completed with the exception of the pANI and INC co-chairs developing a straw time line to work from. Item was deferred to at least the 9/28/06 call to allow INC/ESIF sufficient time for discussion. 

3. Mission and Charge of pANI IMG – reinforcement of the pANI mission and task by Don Gray and Tom Koutsky.

3.1. Immediate task – time line for Final Guidelines (due 10/10/06)

3.2. Development of Final Guidelines (due – tbd)

3.3. Jean-Paul Emard urged that we be consistent in the naming convention used for documents we are reviewing, creating, and forwarding on outside of the IMG. The agreed to “names” and sources are:

3.3.1. NANC Recommendations for Permanent pANI Administration (source is pANI IMG)

3.3.2. INC pANI Guidelines (source INC)

3.4. Tom Koutsky asked if the FCC approves the INC Guidelines or how that process works. Adam Newman stated that historically the FCC does not approve INC Guidelines used the Pooling Administrator as an example of how the process typically works. 

4. Questions or comments on FCC letter of 9/8/06 to Koutsky/Putnam?

4.1. Jim Castagna pointed out that pANIs would continue to be administered by both the Intermin RNA and those ILEC / organizations that had been informally assigning pANIs. How  would this be addressed. 

4.2. Dick Dickenson with TCS indicated that here is an informal consortium of Intrado, HBF, and TCS providing pANI administration in some areas and wanted to know if they should continue or what? Tom Koutsky suggested they should contact the FCC for clarification. 

4.3. Amy Putnam has been working to identify entities that have been providing the pANI administration and indicated the most important piece of information is exactly what numbers are being assigned; especially if they are in the NPA-211 or NPA-511 range. She indicated she could use all the help offered in identifying carriers/groups that have been providing the pANI administration function. 

4.4. Don Gray volunteered to work with other Public Service Commissions, the States Coordination Group, and NARUC to assist in get the word out on pANI administrators. Amy to help on the words and directions for reporting the information.

5. Review areas of NANC Recommendations for Permanent pANI Administration dated March 14, 2006:

5.1. Update TOC after review-changes

5.1.1. Co-chairs will take responsibility of updating TOC before issuance.

5.2. Review and update Section 2, Background to include current FCC action and ensure this is a standalone document. 

5.2.1. Discussion about the relationship between the pANI Interim Assignment Guidelines transmitted to the FCC on September 8, 2005 and the NANC Recommendations for Permanent pANI Administration. Jean-Paul Emard suggested that the transmittal of the NANC Recommendation for Permanent pANI Administration to NANC should indicate these recommendations were a supplement to the Interim Assignment Guidelines. Karen Mulberry confirmed that this was the intention of the original co-chairs. 

5.3. Review and update Section 3, Administration to include current FCC action

5.3.1. Discussion that Section 3 needs to be updated to reflect the fact that the FCC has designated the NeuStar Pooling Administrator as the Interim RNA. May not even need section now if statement of FCC action is worked in elsewhere. Natalie McNamer has taken action item to provide input.

5.4. Review and Update Section 4, Policy Framework to include current FCC action and accommodate potential legislative changes.

5.4.1. Tom Koutsky asked questions about terminology; users, recipients of pANIs, eligible user. Co-Chairs will look over Section 4 for any suggested action. 

5.5. Review and update Section 7, Recommendation if needed. 

5.5.1. Add item to Section 7, Recommendation for oversight of Interim and Permanent RNA?. Natalie McNamer has taken action item to provide input

5.6. Review Section 8, Appendices for possible changes:

5.6.1. Eligible User – Tom Koutsky suggested that the definition should be able to stand the test of time and should perhaps only point to the “rules”. Martin Hakim Din suggested that the IMG might should indicate that the current rules are not in step with current technology and possibly with future technology. Discussion about which of the AND statements need to be included in any new definition of Eligible User. 

Tom Koutsky has taken action item to write new definition of Eligible User. 

5.6.2. Nomadic – discussion about the accuracy of definition – NENA took action item to investigate and provide alternative.

5.6.3. Roaming – discussion about the need to make the definition technology neutral– NENA took action item to investigate and provide alternative.

6. New Action Items:

6.1. Don Gray to enlist other Public Service Commissions / SCG in obtaining information on informal pANI administrators for Amy Putnam. 

6.2. Co-Chairs will update TOC after work has been completed but before issuance outside the IMG. 

6.3. Bill Shaughnessy will provide a draft to update section 2

6.4. Natalie McNamer will provide input for – Section 3, Administration and Section 7.0 recommendation for NOWG oversight

6.5. Co-Chairs will work over section 4.0

6.6. Tom Koutsky will write an alternative definition of Eligible User item #1. 

6.7. Rick Jones will work with NENA to develop a combined definition of nomadic/roaming/mobile and provide a single technology neutral definition.

6.8. Rick Jones will provide a definition of NENA for use in the glossary.
