1.  Process Improvement Plan (PIP) Review

NANPA had no changes and no comments on PIPs.

2.  NANPA Complaints

There were no new complaints and no open issues regarding complaints.

3.  CO Code Administration

NANPA reviewed their metrics.  There were 235 pooling pass through applications and 841 CAS submissions.  There were interactive internal training sessions done.  One was with Beth Sprague regarding the NRUF.  The other was regarding OCN changes; mergers, acquisitions, what to do when companies leave the business, etc.  There will be a new tip document posted to the NANPA website (April 15, 2003).  It will include three new tips.

5.  Numbering Resource Utilization/Forecasting (NRUF) System

Reviewed measurements.  35 state reports were sent out.  They go to states that have requested reports and have a confidentially form on file with NANPA.  Changes were made to the NRUF metrics reflecting definitions.  In April anomalies will be sent out.

6.  NPA Relief Planning

Reviewed Metrics.  Discussed the 310 and 909 NPAs.  NANPA will be setting up the public meetings that may be held in June or July.  NANPA had an informal contact from the FCC regarding the 310 and 909 NPAs.  Florida 941 completed mandatory and 217 Illinois went into jeopardy and a jeopardy meeting was held.

7.  NANP Administration Process/Procedures

NPA exhaust projection that was due on May 13, 2003 may be delayed until later in May.

8.  Number Conservation Activities/Special Projects

Nothing to report.  No current update on CAS/LERG/NRUF project.
