· Received a complaint in January and it was determined that this was not a complaint against the NANPA.

· On 2/5/10 from 10:30 p.m. to 11:05 pm NAS secure website was unavailable but the public site was available.  This was unscheduled downtime and will be reported to the FCC.

· All quality measurements were met for January 2010.
· NANPA was advised of a code conflict in January.  In October 2009, NANPA received a request for nine codes for a rate center in Minnesota.  One of the codes that were assigned by NANPA had a conflict that NANPA was not aware of at the time of assignment.   The SP that was assigned the code as not able to return as there were customers assigned at the time NANPA was informed of the code conflict.  
· To avoid future situations as experienced in Minnesota when a non-adjacent NPA within the state was assigned as a CO code, the NANPA updated NAS to make all NPAs within a state that were shown as ‘available’ for assignment as a CO code ‘unavailable’ for assignment.  Over 1,500 NPA-NXXs have been made unavailable for assignment.  As necessary, NANPA will update this information based upon the specific circumstances within each NPA and state.
