Rate centers with less than 6 months inventory based on forecast

There was a lot of discussion around this item.  This is just a snapshot in time. The PA will have to provide a date of this report.   Reviewed process for replenishing the rate center pools.  Sometimes, per Amy, can’t find service provider to met criteria to open code.  When asked to open a code need to make sure the service provider follows through.  Replenishing the pool also has to be based on the cooperation of carriers.  

Jim suggested showing the number each month and the goal is to get the number very low, by educating the service providers.  Look for common reason.

Amy might not be able to tell all reasons without additional head count.  She said they would start providing data for this item and then go from there. Per Amy historically only 25% of forecasted blocks get assigned.

Number of rate centers with no blocks available with blocks forecasted within 6 months.

PA can develop a report.

Number of codes opened for pool replenishment

There were 138 in January

Rate centers with codes still with a red status (unavailable for assignment)

These are blocks that are not active in the PSTN.  This was covered in INC issue #423.  email is sent to the LERG assignee on the effective date and every 10 days after that they are sent a computer generated email asking them to activate their NXX in the PSTN and the NPAC.  This continues until the SP accomplishes those activities, or the code is reclaimed.  This is not a PA measurement, since it is out of their control.

Number of applications processed on a monthly basis.

There were 11,440 in January.

Change order communication.

How do service providers out the NOWG/PA find out about change orders.  It was suggested to beef up the public information shared with NANC.  Have NANC prost this information on the NANC chair website.

Discussed the PA survey.  There have been responses from 43 service providers and 18 states. For a total of 61 surveys.   The NOWG wants to extend the response date by 2 more weeks, till March 17th.  Atkinson will want to know how many surveys came back.
