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Karen welcomed everyone and turned the meeting over John.

John started with the PIP.

Only one complaint in June.  It was discussed on June call and it was regarding the KY 270 split.

Beth covered the CO Code matrix.

John covered the Other Resources since Nancy Fears is on vacation.

Al went over the NRUF items.

Wayne went over the happenings in the Eastern Region on NPA Relief Planning:

For June 07:

· Five performance measurements were due in June and they were all completed on time.

· We responded to all voicemail and email messages within one business day.

· New 364 NPA code assigned on 6/4/07 for KY 270 NPA split and the KY PSC issued a press release on June 13th announcing the new 364 NPA.

· On June 15th the KY PSC issued a second order for the KY 270 split and slipped the start of permissive dialing from April 1, 2008 to July 1, 2008.  The mandatory dialing date of October 1, 2008 was eliminated until further Order by the Commission

FYI

· KY 270 Implementation meeting was held on July 10th.  We had 56 attendees on the call. Subcommittees were established and the second meeting is scheduled for tomorrow.  The Planning letter will be distributed by the end of the month.

· Also on July 18th, the KY PSC issued a pooling implementation order for the additional mandatory pooling to be implemented by November 30th.

· LA 504-985 subcommittee met at 1:30 today to iron out a technical detail for a couple of thousands blocks assigned to the new 504-644 code.  NPAC wanted industry agreement on how to handle the automated NPA split processing effective July 29th in connection with the assignment of two thousands blocks out of the code on July 10th.  This will require some special treatment of the 985-644 code.

Joe continued with the Western Region:

· 6/12/07 – NANPA provided to the NM PRC updated NXX split lists for the 505-575 NPA split

· 6/14/07 – NANPA conducted updated relief meeting for the CA 818 NPA – industry recommended an overlay – LJ & public meetings as early as October

· 6/18/07 – NANPA filed CA 760 NPA Updated Relief application for overlay 

· 6/19/07 – NANPA filed WI 920 NPA Relief petition for overlay  

· 6/27/07 - IL 630 NPA last code assigned 

· 7/6/07 – IL 630-331 Overlay - 1st code from new 331 NPA assigned with a 90-day effective date that starts the 90-day permissive dialing / customer education period – mandatory 10/7/07; notified the ICC and issued PL-362 on the same day;

· 7/9/07 – NANPA conducted IL 630-331 NPA Overlay -combined Implementation and subcommittee mtg

· 7/12/07 – UT 801 PSC issued overlay order – vacating their split decision – Imp mtg is scheduled for 7/31.

· 7/23/07 – NANPA issued Interim PL-363 within ten days of UT PSC order.

· 7/23/07 – NANPA provided to CPUC a mailing list of chambers of commerce in 818 NPA.

Shadowed subcommittee calls for the IL 630, OR503, NM 505

WI 715 NPA Public mtgs: scheduled for 9/17- 21; 9 mtgs – River Falls, Eau Claire, Wausau, Marinette, Rhinelander, Ashland, Hayward, Superior and Medford.

WI 920 NPA Public mtgs; targeted for 10/15 - 19

CA 818 NPA –one local jurisdiction mtg & three public mtgs are targeted for Glendale, Burbank and Van Nuys in week of October 22, should know by end of week.

CA 714 NPA – draft decision is expected very soon from CPUC –ALJ, with a 30-day comment period and expect to be on August 23 hearing agenda.

There was discussion with NANPA regarding the duplicated codes not being on the list of codes remaining and changing that NANPA publishes with the planning letter.  There was discussion on whether those should be published somewhere in the planning letter since NANPA does not put the codes moving to the new NPA on their website until the start of permissive dialing.  Nothing was resolved and the service provider who asked the question was going to think about it further.
Beth Sprague gave the INC report:

There was one issue, issue 509 which was about Abandoning CIC assignments.  The issue was to develop a process to transfer CIC assignments to another service provider if it was being used and another sp had abandoned.  The guidelines will be updated from this issue August 10, 2007.
There was another issue, that wasn't the NANPA's but relevant.  It was issue 538 regarding rate center updates.  It was closed at the INC 94 and the updates will be reflected in the August 10th release of the COCAG and the TBAG.
John Manning continued with a few additional items:

On July 9th, the FCC exercised the option of the extending the NANPA contract for its final year. 

2nd quarter newsletter came out on July 9th.  
John said he didn't know when the next NANC meeting would be, but since 1/2 of the year is gone, NANPA is putting together a report and will put it on the NANC website .He will let Debbie Blue know.
The next meeting is August 21st.
Since there were no further questions or comments by the NOWG, the meeting was adjourned.
