Telematics are defined by the Telematics Research Group, as the “hardware solutions that enable a vehicle for two-way wireless services used for voice, data or emergency purposes.”  OnStar, installed in General Motors (GM) products, is the best known telematics product in the U.S.; however, telematics services are also found in Mercedes, BMW, and Lexus vehicles under other product names.  On January 31, 2005, GM announced that all of its products would be manufactured with OnStar by 2007.  Immediately, additional vehicle manufacturers announced their intentions to provide telematics to their customers as standard equipment.


In recent months, numbering requests from Verizon Wireless to supply the telematics market have shown a remarkable increase in Michigan.  In the last six months, Verizon Wireless
 requested and received 349 blocks of telephone numbers from three Michigan NPAs.  Verizon Wireless has honored a request from MPSC staff, to ask for numbering resources from several rural pooling rate centers, instead of just one rate center in the 734 NPA; however, pooling rural rate centers are not an endless source of numbering resources and, therefore, replenishment of rate centers using CO Codes has begun.  It is evident that, in the near future, telematics will become a substantial user of numbering resources nationwide.
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I would like to request that telematics become a topic of discussion for the NANC’s Future of Numbering Issues Management Group and for further consideration by the NANC in its review of the IMG work product.
