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Karen welcomed everyone and turned the meeting over John.

John started with the PIP:

Distributed NNS notice 3/5/08 RCC in AR 870

Distributed NNS notice 02/28/08 Re: Effective Date field on CO Code Part 1 via PAS.

2/08 – Enhanced the NPAs Introduced since 1995 by adding a column identifying the parent (old) NPA and a separate column showing the NPAs included in the NPA overlay complex.

2/08 – Updated the Safety Valve Matrix and posted to the NANPA website.

3/08 – Worked with WV PSC Staff on adjustments created by reversal of split order for the 304 NPA, order for overlay and subsequent Delta NRUF positive impact on implementation schedule.

3/08 – Explained the KY 270 Delta NRUF extension of exhaust date by five quarters and the fact that the date will not change again with the April NRUF, so the Staff could recommend to the KY PSC Commissioners a subsequent order to slip the 1/1/09 start of permissive dialing date set in the 11/9/07 order.

3/08 – Provided latest INC Relief Planning GLs and list of relief planning tasks to Oregon PUC staff in preparation of 541 NPA relief planning. Discussed timing of petition filing and possible public meetings.

3/08 - Provided latest INC Relief Planning GLs Oklahoma Corporation Commission staff in preparation of 918 NPA relief planning.

2/08 – NeuStar hosted a state public service commission meeting in which NANPA provided a review of NPA relief planning, CO code administration and NRUF and provided a NAS demo.

3/08 – Since the beginning of the 2008, NANPA has coordinated with various 500 code holders to return/reclaim over 90 NXXs to the 500 NPA inventory.

NANPA responded to 61 NANPA feedback emails from 2/1/08 to 2/29/08.

Issue 560: Miscellaneous Edits to NPA Code Relief Planning and Notification Guidelines was accepted at INC97.  Issue was moved to initial closure at INC98.  NPA Code Relief Planning and Notification Guidelines were updated 03/14/08.

Issue 567: Changes to Footnote #9 (Section 3.1) in the CIC Assignment Guidelines was accepted at INC97. Issue was moved to initial closure at INC98. CIC Assignment Guidelines were updated 3/14/08.

Complaint process on the website:


Tornoto complaint on unwanted calls from Nevada.


Individual had his number disconnect & reassigned to another carrier (possible

slamming activities)

Beth Sprague covered the Code Admin matrix.

Nancy Fears covered the Other Resources matrix.

Someone asked a question regarding the influx of returned 500 NXXs.  As of 3/25/2008, 631 codes are assigned.  106 codes are in aging status and 54 codes are available for assignment.  The question was what is the reason for the influx of returns.  NANPA has the 500 NRUFs (which were due by the end of January) and they have been analyzing those NRUFs.

5YY – What does the YY stand for?  Followed the dialing plan.

The NRUF matrix was covered by Al Cipparone.

NANPA’s database has a 555 assigned to Qwest when it’s really a MULT NXX.  Beth explained that the particular 555 was marked as ASSIGNED instead of ODDBALL.  NANPA has changed all 555 (and ensured that all oddball codes) to ODDBALL and the OCN is MULT.

Wayne Milby and Joe Cocke reported on the NPA Relief Planning activities.

For February 2008

· Three performance measurements were due in February and they were all completed on time.

· We conducted customer surveys for one Industry conference call during November.  The average score for overall satisfaction with the meeting was 5.0 out of a maximum of 5.0 and the score for “NANPA conducted the calls impartially” was a 5.0 out of 5.0.  Of the 10 attendees, 6 or 60% responded to the surveys.

· We responded to all voicemail and email messages within one business day.

· 2/12 – Notice distributed via NAS-NNS for WV 304 NPA Split implementation meeting to be held on March 4, 2008.

· 2/13 – WV PSC granted petitions for Reconsideration filed by the Parties to the proceeding, modified and reversed its January 29, 2008 Order and directed implementation of an all-services overlay for the 304 Numbering Plan Area.

· 2/18 – Notice distributed via NAS-NNS with complete replacement documentation, including new map, for the March 4th initial implementation meeting that had been scheduled for implementation of the NPA split, since the split was rescinded and an overlay ordered.

· 2/29 – Revised NPA exhaust projections published for KY 270 and WV 304 NPAs as follows:  

KY 270 exhaust extended from 2Q2009 to 3Q2010

WV 304 exhaust extended from 4Q2008 to 1Q2009  

FYI

· Answered questions from KY and WV Staffs concerning the impact of the Revised NPA exhaust projections for the KY 270 and WV 304 NPAs.  Made it clear the dates would not change again with the April NRUF.

· 3/3 – NYS PSC issued a notice inviting comments from interested parties on the DPS Staff white paper regarding NPA relief for the NY 315 NPA.  Comments were requested on the overlay recommended by the telecommunications industry as well as three split options formulated by the Staff.

· 3/4 – Facilitated the WV 304/681 NPA overlay implementation meeting.  Forty-one industry participants representing 18 companies attended the call.  

3/21 – Final minutes of the initial implementation meeting and the Planning Letter were published. Permissive 7-digit or 10-digit dialing starts July 26, 2008 and mandatory dialing starts February 28, 2009.  The first Industry Implementation meeting is scheduled for April 15th.

INC Update:  

COCAG Appendix C and the CIC guidelines were updated on 3/14/2008.

On May 1, 2008, is the consolidation date for the 2 rate centers in AR (Garland into Trigg and Doddridge into Fouke).

April 30, 2008 is the end of permissive on the boundary realignment in Louisana.

The next meeting is April 22nd @ 2pm.

Any problems with the pass-throughs from the PA?  Have been receiving expedited dates when it wasn’t requested.  Some were due to the automation with the new PAS system.  Samples will be sent to Beth Sprague and she will investigate whether is was “user error” or something else.

Another item was Part 4s.  Qwest had submitted Part 4(s) to the PA and then they are getting questions from either a state commission or the FCC (for a state that doesn’t not handle the Part 4 process) on why Qwest hadn’t submitted the Part 4(s).  When the interface is completed with PAS, this should clear up as the SP will be submitting the Part 4 in PAS and PAS will be “sending” it over to NAS via the interface.
