Observations

· Total assignments in 2003 were 1,304 codes.  Net assignments were 592 codes.  

· In comparing first four months of 2003 (1,304) with the first four months of 2002 (2,627), assignments are down over 1,323 codes.  

· Assignments increased in April.  The vast majority of these assignments were for initial codes.

Summary of Central Office Code Categories

The following are the definitions of the code categories included on the CO Code Activity Report. 

Requests – Sum of all the different categories of code requests by month.

Assignments – Quantity of CO code applications (i.e., the Part 1 Request form of the CO code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines) that resulted in the assignment of a code to a service provider.

Changes – Quantity of CO code applications that resulted in a change in the information associated with a code assignment.  Per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines, service providers submit a Part 1 Request form with the appropriate changes. 

Denials – Quantity of CO code applications that were denied assignment of a code because they failed to meet the criteria for assignment as prescribed by the CO Code Assignment Guidelines. 

Cancel– Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to either cancel or withdraw a previous assignment request.

Disconnects – Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to disconnect an assigned code.  Codes that are returned to NANPA are included in this category.

Reservations – Quantity of code applications requesting and receiving a code reservation per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines.  Applicants receiving a code reservation must submit a Part 1 Request form at the time they want the code to be assigned to them.

2003 NPA Exhaust Forecasts

NANPA is in the final stages of completing the 2003 NPA exhaust projections.  Scheduled release of the exhaust projections is June 1, 2003.  Appropriate notification will be provided to the FCC and the NANC when the projections are posted to the NANPA website.

In the meantime, there were a few NPA codes with specific milestones pertaining to NPA relief activity taking place in late May and early June.  As a result, NANPA prioritized these NPAs in its exhaust analysis and released a Delta NRUF on May 9, 2003 with updated exhaust projections.  These update projections are provided below.

NPA Relief Planning Report

Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (attached report)

There are 3 NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

CA 310 – As of May 10, 2003, there were 8 NXX codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 1 code every month.  Relief plan (split) has been approved by CPUC.

IL 815 – As of May 10, 2003, there were 69 codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 5 codes per month.  A relief plan (overlay) has been filed with the ICC.

CA 909 - As of May 10, 2003, there were 11 NXX codes available for assignment.  Rationing is at 2 codes every month.  An updated relief plan was submitted to the CPUC by NANPA in June 2002.

Three relief projects appearing in previous reports moved out beyond the 12-month interval due to revised 2003 NPA exhaust projections:  WV 304, PA 484/610 and CT 860.

AOCN Enterprise Services

Pursuant to FCC rules, NANPA provides AOCN services as a “required enterprise service.” Commission rules states that, “At the request of a code holder, the NANPA shall, in accordance with industry standards and for reasonable fees, enter certain routing and rating information, into the industry-approved database(s) for dissemination of such information.”  NANPA established fees that were approved by the Commission and has entered into contracts with its AOCN customers.  

Some AOCN customers have failed to make appropriate payments for service.  As a result, NANPA intends to issue letters of termination to those carriers using NANPA’s AOCN service that are 60 days or more in arrears in payments.  NANPA will issue such a termination letter after it has notified the customer that its account is overdue both at the 30-day past due and 60-day past due time frame.  Further, NANPA will inform the customer that it is 60 days or more in arrears on its payment and that NANPA will cease to provide AOCN services within 30 days unless the customer pays its account in full.
