Karen informed the NOWG the FCC had given the PA permission to release their annual report to the NOWG.  Reviewed comments of the PA report.  Karen M. will make any modifications.

ACTION ITEM:  Rosemary will prepare draft of template that will show the amount of time that was spent on the NANPA and PA annual reports by the NOWG.  Completed
Karen M. will share this at the NANC.

Change Order #26.

There was quite a bit of discussion regarding the results the PA ascertained from the sampling they did in reference to Change Order #26.  The NOWG discussed what the next steps and resolution should be.   Discussion around not asking the PA to do anything more and asking the PA to do a one time scrub of the entire database.  Enforcement was a key issue.  Perhaps the PA needs to get enforcement assistance from the FCC and the states.  Another thought was to have a self-certification on the Appendix 2 donation form.

It was agreed the person entering donations is not necessarily the person who knows if everything on the certification sheet has been completed.  It was mentioned in California, at pool establishment, an officer of each company had to sign off on donations.

There were some outstanding questions.  How much time would it take to do a one time scrub?  How much would it cost to do a one-time scrub?  Were the errors found in blocks that were donated a long time ago, or recently too?

ACTION ITEM:  Joanne will prepare a draft and distribute it to all of the NOWG for their comments on what should be done next.  COMPLETED
ACTION ITEM:  All of the NOWG members will check within their companies to see if the problem has gotten better since pooling has been in place for a time.  Or, does the problem of asking for a pristine block and getting a contaminated block still exist.  Is the information in the NPAC and not in the PAS system, or visa versa?  Are SP’s doing their Ports?  Is this happening with older blocks, new blocks, all blocks?  

Objective is to validate what the PA analyses presented.
