After introductions, Rosemary handed the floor to John Manning to cover the standing monthly agenda.

Process Improvement Plan (PIP) Review

The NAS/CO Code survey has been completed.  There will be an analysis provided on the next call.

ACTION ITEM:  John to review survey results on next call.

The reclamation M&P has been posted to the website and distributed to the states.   The safety valve list was reviewed, no changes.

The newsletter came out in October, which included a reminder about updating records and sending to the code administrators. Also a reminder about the red light rule, which will go into effect on November 1, 2004.

A link has been added to the website for the SMS800 administrator.

Change orders 2 & 3 have been sent to the co-chairs and FCC regarding the red light rule.

Personal training continues on an ongoing basis.  Nothing special has been scheduled.

NANPA Complaints

There weren’t any complaints about NANPA performance.  The complaints that came in were:


One person was upset about receiving calls from 800 numbers.


One individual’s cell phone number was changing from 909 to 951.  Wanted to know what they could do to retain their 909 number.  Also, when people tried to call them during the permissive period, they couldn’t be reached by dialing 909.

CO Code Administration

Other resources – All measurements met.  Nancy has been extremely busy reclaiming CICs.

CO Administration.  All measurements met.  Pass through figures from pooling are included in the total processed.  Reporting of reclamation has been changed to provide a more meaningful measurement.  It was determined it would be more valuable to see how many part 4’s were not returned within 180 days.

NAS

The capability to refresh a password on individuals own was added.  There are other items in the hopper for changes to NAS.

NRUF

IN the last month, there were 73 submissions on-line.  Still no way of breaking out how many was corrections and how many were updates.

All measurements were met except % of missing notices sent.  That was because of a defect in NAS.  The defect has been fixed and the notices are being sent out.  These are ones where the service providers submitted an August NRUF, but didn’t report on some numbers.  Still will be sending out anomalies.

NPA Relief Planning

All measurements met.  Shared status of   Nebraska, Oklahoma, Illinois and California.

 Nebraska – continuing efforts in 402 NPA to delay relief.

California – Commission voted no on 310 split and alternate decision to do nothing, but investigate number conservation measures further.  Rules on ACR expected soon.  Media releases next week on 909 split.

Oklahoma – recently filed with the FCC to require mandatory pooling where there are 2 or more Service providers in 580 NPA in all rate centers.

Illinois Commission approved 815 recommendations from Industry.  The industry has to get ready for 1 +10 digit dialing by February 2005.  When trigger is met, Industry will reconvene.

NANPA Administration Process/Procedures

NANPA brought in 7 new issues at INC last week.

Issue 449 – assignment of test codes for NPA relief.

Issue 456 – jeopardy declaration – when jeopardy is called how to make sure there are codes available to be assigned.

Issue 448 – withdraw of relief petitions

Issue 451 – Reserving codes in a pooling area

Issue 452 – Switch list reseller notification – CIC

Issue 454 – Criteria in 900 guidelines for growth 900 request

Issue 455 – Criteria for transfer of codes if not type 1 or acquisition or merger.

Red light rule.  NANPA started process that if an application is in cue, the NANPA will contact them about the red light rule and how if it were November 1, they wouldn’t be getting any numbering resources.

Number Conservation Activities/Special Projects

Reclamation was discussed.  Included reclamation document on website in monthly report out.  

NANPA/PA will be giving a joint presentation at the NANC on the future of numbering.
