
VRS IMG Conference Call Meeting Notes
May 15, 2008 – 12:00 PM ET to 2:00 PM ET
1. Roll Call was conducted and attendance noted.
2. NANC Chair Tom Koutsky was unable to attend and his opening remarks were read.
“Please express my appreciation to everyone that does attend and my thanks in advance to anyone that contributes to the project.  I know there's a lot of work to do in a short time, but out input is definitely important and I often find that such projects are the most rewarding.” 
3. The proposed Meeting agenda was reviewed and accepted after agreement to postpone the discussion of Numbering Resources until the next meeting because a key stakeholder was not on the call.

Co-Chair Joe Hurlbert stated that the initial time line is to have a report to the NANC by June 9, 2008. Some stakeholders urged that the date be moved up to May 29, 2008. Co-Chair Don Gray indicated that we could try to meet the earlier date but until we begin having actual discussions we will not know if we can move the date up.

5.1. Use ATIS/INC Document “Numbering for Internet Based Relay Services (ATIS-0300093)” as basis
5.2. Provide consensus on specific recommendations

9.1. Numbering Resources Assignment – Co-Chair Don Gray reviewed the structure and intended use of the Numbering Resources Assignment matrix. 
9.2. E911 Connectivity – Co-Chair Don Gray suggested that the NENA OID document be accepted as the consensus document for E911 Connectivity. Initial discussion acknowledged that the OID does not provide all the functionality that is desired. However, it does provide a method to implement what is currently available and a path to implement NG911 technology as it becomes available. Members are urged to review the NENA document for discussion on the next IMG call.
9.3. Database Methodology – The co-chairs stated that the Database Methodology matrix was developed based upon discussion between the co-chairs, NANC Chair, and comments made by stakeholders at the FCC April 29, 2008 workshop. Information in the matrix was obtained from the three database method presentations. Presenters were asked to fill in the “blanks” for their methodology. It is intended to provide a single document that participants may use to contrast and compare the different database methods and assist in arriving at a position.
