Status Report to NANC

Report Items
· The Wireless Number Portability Operations team met in October 2002 on Monday the 14th and Tuesday the 15th.  

· Introductions were given and the agenda reviewed.

· Meeting minutes from August were accepted; meeting minutes from September were reviewed; minor changes were suggested; final minutes will be reviewed in November.

· New business:

1. A contribution regarding problems identified during switch testing was presented and discussed; fixes for some of the problems may already be available; other fixes will be available soon;  there was no requested action for the WNPO from this contribution – just an effort to ake service providers aware of issues to hel ensure the everything works correctly on 11/24/02.

2. A contribution regarding identification of the originating switch in a pooling and porting environment was presented;  in a pooling/porting environment, it is impossible to know on which switch calls originate;  it is unclear as to whether standards require wireless switches to support JIP; a participant will provide standards information;  this item will remain on the agenda for November. 

3. A letter from the NIIF moderator was read and discussed;  the letter requested that all service providers – wireline and wireless – enter their contact information on the NIIF LNP Contact page;  it was noted that the LERG also allows for the entry of as many contact names and numbers as a service provider would want to enter.

· NeuStar presented their report

· there is no new entrant testing occurring at this time; work is under way on Release 3.2;  15 new carriers completed NDAs in September – 5 of those were wireless bringing the total number of wireless service providers to 41;  a total of 7 wireless service providers/service bureaus have completed new entrant testing. 

· a summary of “off hours” Help Desk calls was presented and discussed; based

on the data, the WNPO agreed that there was no need to request the NAPM LLC to implement the requested change in Help Desk hours this year;  a memo will be sent to the NAPM LLC notifying them that, unless there is a major change in need, the requested change in Help Desk hours should be implemented next November.

· Type 1 Numbers:  INC Issue 373 was placed in final closure – this is the issue to modify the INC Thousands-Block Number Pooling Administration Guidelines to accommodate the transfer of ownership of thousands blocks of Type 1 numbers from the wireline switch to the wireless switch.  There was discussion as to the type of signaling used on Type 1 trunks; several members took action items to check into this and bring information back to the November WNPO.

· An effort is underway to identify, to the best of our ability, the wireless service providers who have licenses that include the top 100 MSAs.  This work is expected to be completed by the November meeting.

· The Wireless Testing Sub-committee provided an update of testing that is currently occurring and revisions to the test schedule;  the testing sub-committee will submit a high-level report of the testing that takes place in each MSA – the report for the Las Vegas MSA has been received;  inter-carrier testing is currently scheduled to be completed in eight MSAs prior to November 24, 2002 – the pooling implementation date; based on the current schedule, seven wireless and three wireline service providers will have completed inter-carrier testing in at least one MSA prior to the pooling implementation date.

· An update from NENA was provided:  testing remains a primary concern; NENA has offered to help with testing in any of the top 100 MSAs; in areas that are 911 Phase 1 and/or Phase 2 compliant, NENA urges service providers to work with their third party vendor due to an issue regarding a possible need to change sub-system numbers that was identified during the Orlando testing.

· Updates were made to the Action Item list.

· Implementation Guideline and Narrative were both updated and are attached.

Next meeting is in Atlanta, GA on November 11th and 12th.
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
