POOLING TASK FORCE REPORT

KEY ISSUES

· 7/24/02 Conference Call ~ Pooling Transition clarification questions

· The Pooling Administrator (PA) distributed a timeline for wireless catch up NPAs requiring Forecast and Donation Reports

· Agreement:  Per the FIM, if the Forecast due date is after 8/14/02, the forecast could be submitted on the later due date or 8/14/02 (for NPAs with Pool Start Dates prior to 11/24/02)

·  The Pooling Administration System (PAS) will be available for use: 

· For the 8/14/02 Forecast and Donation Reports for non-Native Block Pooling NPAs

· Starting 11/04/02, for Thousand Block applications

· For the Semi-Annual Forecasts due 2/1/2003

· 9/10/02 Conference Call ~ Pooling Administrator Assessment Report

· The PA distributed a report of all NPAs/rate centers with deficiencies (i.e. where NXXs must be ordered) for both the wireline and wireless industry

· By NPA, the number of wireless carriers with NXXs, the number submitting Forecast Reports, and number submitting Donation Reports is detailed 

· A clarification was made by the PA that even if there were no donations, the carrier should notify the PA via email, and the Assessment would be updated

· A timeline of Pooling transition activities was reviewed, noting that for NXXs needed in December 2002, the PA must select a LERG assignee by 9/18/02; 20 NXXs requiring December activation were identified

· Concern was expressed over the ability of the PA to be assigned jeopardy NPAs given the various state procedures

ACTION ITEMS

· A notice was distributed by the Pooling Task Force and CTIA, and posted on the NeuStar number pooling web site, regarding the agreement that the Forecast Report due date was 8/14/02 or the latter FIM date

· By 9/13/02, all wireless carriers were to notify the PA of any NPAs/rate centers that had zero donations, if Donation Reports were not submitted
· By 9/16/02, the PA would update the Pooling Assessment Report to accurately reflect wireless donations
· A conference call is schedule for October 22, 2002 to address any LERG assignee or other Transition issues
