Jim indicated that there are three things that we must “get our hands around” in order for the CRWG to be able to submit information to vendors:

-Scope of the storing of information (which NANPA should be currently doing)

-Calculation of growth factor

-Electronic filing

The general idea being that the NANPA should be able to share with us what the current costs are regarding data collection efforts, the cost of storing such data and the exhaust study preparation for use by the industry, based on the industry growth  factor.

Elsa and Anne have scheduled a call with John Manning (NeuStar) for Friday the 28th of January and we expect to get a lot more details than we now have, through looking at the Analysis and Recommendation document submitted by the NRO to the NANC on June 22, 1999 and that once we have such information and add in the portion that Jim and Eleanor will contribute from their participation on the NRO discussions, we should be able to discuss and present a figure to the NANC by the May date as requested.
