· INC:  (Shaunna Forshee)  

0. INC has drafted a response to the FCC regarding the impacts of large-scale rate center consolidation during the transition from PSTN to IP.
0. Outlined positive and negative impacts of large-scale rate center consolidation
0. Documented impacts to carriers networks and systems
0. Identified that regulatory changes would be necessary
0. Concluded that large-scale rate center consolidation should be considered when the network architecture of the carriers operating in the area have transitioned from TDM to all-IP

·  LNPA WG:  (Deb Tucker) 

· The group has not met since the last call; however, it is scheduled to meet this month and will have an update for the October FoN WG call.  

· ATIS/SIP FORUM (NNI):  (Penn Pfautz)   

· The Forum agreed to produce a report documenting the following proposed routing solutions with a target date of October 1:
1. Aggregate approaches based on existing NANP data structures
2. Utilization of existing BIRRDS/LERG industry database - enhance the LERG to identify IP fields at an aggregate level, e.g., OCN, LRN, NXX, etc.
3. NPAC TN Registry
4. Utilizing the NPAC as an ENUM registry
5. Utilizing LERG as an ENUM registry
6. Independent ENUM registry
7. Per-TN implementation based on bilateral exchange or service bureau

The report will also discuss interworking among providers preferring different types of approaches.
