Numbering Testbed Update:

· Mary Retka reported that there was a call on March 24, 2015 and the next conference call is scheduled for April 7th.
· In the meeting a walkthrough of the base line document of all use cases was completed with some changes to the document.  At the upcoming meeting the group will look at the next steps.  

· The ATIS TOPs Council agreed with the groups work completed to date and that it should continue.
FTN 7B Whitepaper:

· There was some discussion about closing this item as it has been tabled for some time and was being worked on as part of the Testbed review.
· Mary Retka cautioned the group that the Testbed review is an ATIS group and the FoN may want to continue monitoring this.
· Discussion regarding leaving this tabled for now and with no opposition, the item remains tabled.

· The group continues its non-geographic TN assignment discussion in an all IP network, future use of e.164 numbers, and Security of TNs associated with number assignment.

· Transition from PSTN to IP
· PSTN to IP transition effects on LNP continue to be an ongoing agenda item for the LNPA WG.

· The group continues its non-geographic TN assignment discussion in an all IP network, future use of e.164 numbers, and security of TNs associated with number assignment.
· Non-Geographic Number Porting
· The Non-Geographic Number Porting sub-team has completed the white paper discussion on the technical, consumer, and regulatory impacts of Non-Geographic Number Portability.  The paper was submitted with the LNPA WG NANC report for the March meeting.

· Henning  Schulzrinne presentation to IETF Modern Group  Mark Lancaster
· Telephone Numbers in an IP Environment paper was presented by Mark Lancaster.
· The paper was sent as an attachment to the Agenda and consisted of 45 slides.
· Discussions regarding certain slides that were relevant to the FoN group, specifically, slide 12 listing a sample of policy variables that will be coming to the forefront with transition to all IP.  The FoN WG tri-chairs will review this page and bring to the next meeting items believed to fit within the scope of the FoN.  Any input from attendees is appreciated.
· It was suggested that Dr. Schulzarinne be extended another invitation to the June NANC meetings since he was unable to attend the March meeting as it was cancelled due to snow.
· NANPA FAQs AREA CODE RELIEF  Carolee Hall
· NANPA area code relief pdf file was distributed with the Agenda.
· There were good discussions regarding overlays, 10 digit dialing, porting and exhaust planning.

· Best practices and industry input was very valuable.

· It was stated that the industry has a great deal of experience with area code relief and the process has been streamlined and is pretty straight forward.  Process works well with little issues.
· Discussion regarding how 10 digit dialing is perceived by consumers with an overlay.  The process of an overlay involves six months of permissive dialing before the overlay is put into place.  Then the new area code is activated with permissive dialing already in place.  Consumers readily accept the dialing of 10 digits and there are usually zero issues.
