Observations:

· Slight increase in CO code assignments as compared to 2011.  

· January 2011 - 183 assignments; February - 258 assignments; March - 278 assignments; April - 216 code assignments.  
· Quantity of returns/reclamations nearly the same as in 2010 and 2011.

· Annualized 2012 yearly assignments are approximately 2,800 codes.

NPA Assignment Activity
No new area codes have been assigned in 2012.

Three (3) area codes have been placed in service since the beginning of 2012:

· NPA 667 (overlay of NPAs 410/443 – Maryland) went into service on March 24, 2012 (PL-427).

· NPA 566 (PCS) went into service on April 17, 2012 (PL-436).

· NPA 984 (overlay of NPA 919 – North Carolina) went into service on April 30, 2012 (PL-422).

There are two (2) area codes with a future 2012 in-service dates:

· NPA 873 (overlay of NPA 819 – Quebec, Canada) – Planned in-service date is September 15, 2012 (PL-425).
· NPA 669 (overlay of NPA 408 – California) – Planned in-service date is November 20, 2012 (PL-430).
One NPA code moved from ‘assigned’ to ‘reserved’ status in April 2012:
· Pennsylvania NPA 582 for 814 – NPA returned to “reserved” status on April 26, 2012
NPA Relief Planning
Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (report attached)

There is one NPA currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of its relief planning status is provided below:

· CA 408 – On October 20, 2011, the California Public Utilities Commission approved an all-services overlay as the relief method for the 408 NPA.  One plus ten-digit permissive dialing started on April 21, 2012.  Mandatory 1+10-digit dialing will start on October 20, 2012.  The effective date of the new 669 NPA is November 20, 2012.  (See PL-430).

Other NPA Relief Activities

· KY 270 NPA – On February 23, 2012, NANPA conducted an NPA relief planning meeting for the 270 NPA.  The industry reached consensus to recommend an all-services overlay to the Kentucky Public Service Commission (PSC).  NANPA filed a petition on behalf of the industry with the PSC on April 2, 2012.
· PA 814 NPA – On April 26, 2012, the Pennsylvania Public Utilities Commission dismissed the December 7, 2010 decision to implement a geographic NPA split.  The 582 NPA relief code was reclaimed and placed in “reserved” status. 

· NV 702 NPA – NANPA conducted a relief planning meeting on April 26, 2012 for the 702 NPA.  The industry is recommending an all-services overlay.  NPA 702 is currently projected to exhaust in 3Q14.  
· TX 512 NPA – On May 17, 2012, the Texas Public Utilities Commission (PUC) conducted a public meeting in Austin, TX regarding the need to introduce area code relief for the 512 NPA.  The PUC reviewed the all-services overlay plan to introduce the new 737 area code.

· NE 402 NPA – The Nebraska Public Service Commission approved an all-services overlay as the relief method for the 402 NPA. The new 531 NPA will serve the same geographic area currently served by the existing 402 NPA.  Mandatory ten-digit dialing started February 26, 2011.  An open-ended ten-digit permissive local dialing period for the adjacent NE 308 NPA started on June 26, 2010. (See PL-397).  Per PSC direction, NANPA will not assign codes from the 531 NPA until the level of remaining 402 NPA codes reaches ten. (See PL-410).

· The 2011 NANPA Annual Report was posted on the NANPA website (under Reports, NANPA Annual Report) on March 30, 2012.  

· The 1Q12 NANPA Newsletter was published on April 6, 2012 and is available on the NANPA website (www.nanpa.com).  
· The NPA and NANP exhaust projections were posted on the NANPA website on April 26, 2012.  Included with these projections was an exhaust forecast of the assigned 5YY resources.
