1. The agenda was approved as modified

2.John Manning of NANPA reported the results of some of the analyses he agreed to do in August 20th meeting.

a. Impact of releasing the 80 N9X codes current reserved for NANP Expansion. Adding these NPAs to the current model extends the baseline exhaust prediction from 2031 to 2036.

b. Mandatory 10-digit Dialing. This was modeled by assuming all NPA have 792 CO codes. This shifts exhaust from 2031 to 2032.

c.  Evaluating the effect of Thousands Block Number Pooling. John performed an analysis that assumed NPAs in pooling prior to the start of 2003 continued to have pooling but pooling was deployed in no other NPAs. This meant over 200 NPAs still had pooling. The result was that exhaust was only delayed til 2033. The IMG agreed that this analysis couldn’t really quantify the effect of TBNP. John indicated that actually backing pooling completely out of the model would not be feasible.

John noted that the NANPA did a projection in July of 2000 which did not include pooling and showed an exhaust date of 2012 (assuming a CO code demand of 22,200) or 2019 (assuming a CO code demand of 13,400 ). A September 2000 projection that did include pooling showed exhaust dates of 2015  and 2025 with these demand levels, respectively.

It was noted that even if TBNP adds only 3-4 years to the life of an individual NPA there could still be a significant impact on the life of the NANP and the interval between cycles of relief for an individual NPA.

It was also noted the effects of wireless pooling have not been seen and that the model only assumes a 10% reduction factor, which may be an underestimate.

IMG members speculated that it may be the case that the first optimization measure implemented would be expected to have the greatest impact.

4. Report Review

The IMG continued to edit the Report. The following specific points and action items were noted:

In Section 5.6.4 (Mandatory 10-d dialing) John Manning will provide text on the analysis reported in (2b) above

Norm Epstein will revise Section 5.7.4 to add the caveats discussed in the 8/20 meeting.

The chair will provide a contribution to provide introductory text to the Other Considerations section for UNP indicating that the points mostly come from INC report and are structured as an explicit opposition of pro and con viewpoints.

The IMG reviewed the AWS ITN contribution and reflected those changes that were accepted into the Report.

The IMG agreed to move Phased Overlays to Appendix 2

The IMG agreed to have a summary table in Section 7.2 that would provide the NANP exhaust date projected under each optimization measure, where available and a corresponding Remarks entry providing any needed caveats.

There was discussion, but not a final decision, on whether to show NANP exhaust in terms of a specific year or the number of years or months that exhaust is deferred from baseline. NANPA will be asked for guidance on whether we should use months or years if an interval is chosen.

In the Table in Section 7.2 where a pair of values is currently shown as “x/y”,  the pair will be revised to read “x-y”.

The IMG agreed to change the RCC Costs entry in the table in Section 7.2  for 911 to "1-9" from "9"

The chair was reminded to include the notes associated with the certain table entries (Mark Enzmann's will provide via email.)

Ann Cummins will build a  glossary that just unpacks any acronyms used.

5. NANC report

This item will be further worked on the 9/6 call and the Chair will provide draft slides prior to the call detailing that the IMG does not expect to have the Report ready for the September NANC meeting because additional analyses have raised new issues that need to be resolved.

We will indicate the IMG does anticipate being ready in November. The Chair will also contact the NANC chair to relay this status.
