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1.The IMG first discussed the results of the analyses of the impact of ITN and Transparent Numbers as presented by NANPA. A number of members found it counter-intuitive that Transparent Numbers appeared to have a lesser benefit than did ITN. One concern expressed was that 80% utilization was too low a threshold for acquisition of new resources under the Transparent Numbers regime. Also, it was suggested that the analysis performed did not capture the effects of reduction in movement churn when customers would be able to port their number anywhere in the NPA. It was agreed the chair would revise the report to include NANPA’s latest results and the summary statistics and number of rate centers per NPA distribution pending further discussion at the October 28th meeting.

2. The IMG reviewed the several contributions proposing changes to Section 8 (Conclusions) and agreed to accept a set of changes as modified. The chair will reflect these in the updated document.

3. The IMG reviewed proposed changes to the Glossary and also agreed to change the title to “Acronyms.”

4. The IMG discussed proposed changes to Section 7.1 of the report. The AT&T proposed changes to the text were agreed to along with a proposal to put the cavests in the first row of the table and provide additional cautionary statements in the Remarks column noting that RCC, ITN, and Transparent Numbers results were based on analysis of sample NPAs.
