Draft – 1000 Block Pooling - Draft  
BASIC DESCRIPTION: Thousands-block number pooling is a system for allocating numbers in blocks of 1,000 rather than 10,000.

Thousands-block pooling involves the allocation of blocks of sequential telephone numbers within the same NXX code to different service providers, and possibly different switches, within the same rate center.  All 10,000 numbers available in the NXX code are allocated within one rate center, but are allocated to multiple service providers in thousand-number blocks, instead to one particular service provider.  Allocations are

accomplished via a Pooling Administrator, who coordinates the allocation of numbers to a particular service provider with the Number Portability Administration Center (NPAC) SMS. (In the Matter of Numbering Resource Optimization, CC Docket 99-200, June 2, 1999, NPRM, ¶ 137.)

BASIC DESCRIPTION.   A service-specific overlay is an overlay NPA that is available only for use by carriers in providing designated services.

DRAFT - NON-GEOGRAPHIC NPA - DRAFT
      
BASIC DESCRIPTION.    


A non-geographic NPA is an NPA which is available to carriers regardless of the location of their subscribers.  Carriers whose subscribers assign intermediate numbers to their customers, such as providers of unified messaging services, can obtain numbers in a single national NPA that overlays all NPAs in any given country.  If rating and billing issues are resolved, the single NPA could be as large as the NANP.

A technology-specific overlay is an overlay NPA that is available only for use by carriers in providing services using the designated technology for that NPA.
