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1. The IMG accepted the proposed agenda.

2. The IMG discussed the basic description for Transparent Numbers via Geographic Portability (NENO #3). The group accepted  the following compromise language:

Title:
Transparent Numbers via Geographic Portability 
 Basic Description:

 Transparent numbers are numbers that can be assigned across a set of rate
centers within some to-be-defined boundary (e.g., an NPA)  through the use
of a yet to be defined geographic portability technology. When
assigned, numbers are associated with a specific rate center and serving
switch through this technology, which allows rate center and switch
information to be signaled independently of dialed number as necessary for
call processing and billing.

As existing numbers are made geographically portable, carriers will manage
numbering resources within the defined boundary as an aggregate and can
assign any number whose NPA-NXX is associated in the LERG with any of the
constituent rate centers to customers in any of those rate centers.
Likewise, new numbering resources while having a nominal rate center
association in the LERG, will be assigned based on utilization within the
aggregate as a whole and may be used anywhere within that area.

Verizon asked that it be noted in the minutes that this represented a new concept not yet discussed by the industry.  This was confirmed by WorldCom, who acknowledged that the concept was conceived by their company.
The IMG then considered the contribution from USTA/Bell South. It agreed not to edit the above basic description but to take note of the concerns about 911 service that would need to be addressed in the implementation of geographic portability. It was also noted that 911 concerns exist with respect to Rate Center Consolidation and that the NENA is completing work on some documentation in this regard.

3. The IMG then discussed the Qwest contribution, NENO # 14 Administrative Measures.  The basic description section was accepted with minor modifications along with the first paragraph of the overview to be added to the beginning of the basic description section. It was also agreed that the Aging and Telephone Number Reservation rules would be added as additional measures. Pete Tana of Qwest agreed to serve as editor and to incorporate these changes.

4. The IMG agreed to drop Charging for Numbers as a measure to be evaluated.

5. The IMG will hold its next conference call on October 18th from 3-5 PM EST.

6. The IMG discussed the contribution on the impact of Rate Center Consolidation (Sep01 RCC Impact) and, in particular, how to deal with the possibility of confounding between the effects of RCC and other events such as industry consolidation and pooling. It was pointed out that in the none of the instances in the sample had been pooling been implemented and that the majority of the sample consolidations took place before the economic downturn  while the industry was still expanding. Thus, the IMG felt the data provided to be a reasonable measure. Prior to the next meeting, IMG members should consider how these data can be used to estimate a general code demand deflation factor (e.g. 50%) that could be applied to the NANP exhaust model in a manner similar to the treatment employed for pooling.

7. The IMG discussed the report to the next NANC. It was agreed that the co-chairs would modify the September report to reflect progress made and also ask whether, in the light of the most recent projection of NANP exhaust, the IMG’s workplan and schedule should be modified.
