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1. The IMG agreed to the proposed agenda.

2. The IMG accepted the revised basic descriptions for NENO #11  (UNP) and NENO #13 (Transitional Overlays).

3. After some discussion, the IMG was unable to reach agreement on the basic description for NENO # 3 (Transparent Numbers) but did agree to amend the title to “Transparent Numbers via Geographic Portability.” The IMG was asked to consider the text below as an alternative to that in the August  14th version of NENO #3: 

Transparent numbers are numbers that can be assigned across a set of rate centers within some to-be-defined boundary (e.g., an NPA)  through the use of geographic portability technology (e.g., Telcordia GR-2982). When assigned, numbers are associated with a specific rate center and serving switch through this technology, which allows rate center and switch information to be signaled independently of dialed number as necessary for call processing and billing.

As existing numbers are made transparent, carriers will manage numbering resources within the defined boundary as an aggregate and can assign any number whose NPA-NXX is associated in the LERG with any of the constituent rate centers to customers in any of those rate centers. Likewise, new numbering resources while having a nominal rate center association in the LERG, will be assigned based on utilization within the aggregate as a whole and may be used anywhere within that area.

4. There was further discussion of the NANPA contribution on the impact of mandatory 10-Digit Dialing. The IMG agreed to accept the revision submitted by Brian Baldwin as the revised text of the impact section for NENO #9. (See Attached.)  NANPA stated that, although this measure may have significant effects on exhaust of individual NPAs, it is unlikely to have significant impact in terms of deferring NANP exhaust. Therefore further analysis of impact by NANPA will not be requested at this time.

5. The IMG continued discussion of impact estimation for Rate Center Consolidation (NENO #2.)  We agreed to proceed with empirical post hoc method 1 proposed by Brian Baldwin in his e-mail of August 10. Members were asked to identify instances of past Rate Center Consolidation (area and approximate date) that could be part of this analysis and forward them to Penn Pfautz for aggregation. John Manning also agreed to discuss the feasibility of the NRUF-based alternatives discussed in Brian’s email and that of Penn Pfautz (September 5) and report back to the IMG.

6. The IMG discussed the possibility of prioritizing “heavy hitters” in terms of impact to guide further work efforts but could not come to consensus to proceed with this activity at this time. 

7. The IMG scheduled the following meetings in addition to the regularly scheduled call on the first Thursday of each month:

8. The IMG discussed the report for the September NANC meeting. It was agreed that it would include the basic descriptions of those measures for which there was agreement and would note the completion of impact assessment for Mandatory 10-Digit Dialing and the progress of work on impact assessment for Rate Center Consolidation. It will also note that work on impact assessment and costs will proceed for all alternatives and include the proposed meeting schedule. The chair will create a proposed set of charts and circulate (see attached).
