· The PA noted that March was a quiet month with no applications and no user registrations. There has not been any word recently from the FCC on the pANI change order. 
· The concern on the implementation timeline from a wireless perspective is that the data request may come in to the service providers during the retail freeze timeline. An NOWG participant asked “When the approval comes, how long will it take the PA before they need information from the SPs?” The PA responded that currently, they are proposing no earlier than four months after the contract mod approving the change order is received. An NOWG participant asked “Could the PA review the findings of their audit with the NOWG- the number in the “researched” column as they bash the assignee and assignor data together?” The PA indicated that yes - that is something they could share in an aggregated form.

· An NOWG participant asked “If we get closer to the end of the year and the change order is approved by the FCC, would carriers have an opportunity to submit the data earlier than the 4 month timeframe?” The PA indicated yes- information could be submitted early. The PA would hold it until they can process the information. The PA noted there are 2 points to the data: the initial report and a follow-up report on any new assignments. Carriers could begin gathering that data now.
