Open Discussion

Red Light Denial
In March 2005, NANPA implemented Change Order 3 titled NAS Implementation of the Red Light Rule.  It was necessary for NANPA to identify which OCNs were associated with any FRN appearing on the FCC delinquent list.  The FCC posts this delinquent FRN list daily to its website.  To do so, NAS compares the FRNs in the FCC list with the FRNs reported via the NRUF reporting process.  This comparison permits the identification of the OCNs associated with the FRN.  

In the change order, NANPA identified a potential risk associated with this NAS modification.  The risk was stated as follows:  “This process relies on the NRUF data for the FRN-to-OCN associations.  The accuracy of the FRN to OCN association performed by NANPA is only as reliable as the information that carriers have entered on their NRUF Form 502 submissions.”

In early August 2015, NANPA experienced a situation whereby a consultant entered the wrong FRN for an OCN identified on an NRUF submission.  It just happened that the SP with that OCN had submitted an application for resources.  Due to this NRUF-submission error, the OCN appearing on the application was associated with an FRN appearing on the Red Light list.  As a result, the application was denied.  When contacted by the impacted SP, NANPA was able to identify when the error occurred and worked with the parties involved to update NAS and have the denied applications re-processed.

NANPA notes that it took 10+ years for this identified “risk” to appear.  To that end, NANPA will examine how current NAS NRUF documentation (Job Aid, User Guide) can be updated to assist SPs in avoiding this situation and what to do if an FRN is mistakenly entered.
