Highlights from the MOR included:
· Distributed NNS notification providing reminder directions for indicating desired effective date on Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Requests – Part 1 forms (applies to Part 1 requests entered into NAS and PAS).
· Distributed PL 407 concerning the implementation of NPA 855 toll free service.

· NANPA worked with the PA PUC staff to design the 570 NPA monthly exhaust projection report.  Report will be based solely on historic NXX code demand and will be submitted to Chris Hepburn of the PA PUC staff.  This report was ordered by the PA 570 NPA relief order.

· Updated the NRUF Form 502 with new expiration date.  No other changes made to the form.  NNS notification was distributed.
