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Natalie welcomed everyone and turned the meeting over John.

John started with the PIP:

· 7/08 – NANPA received direction from the FCC to renew appropriate hardware and software maintenance agreements set to expire in the 2H08.  This direction also included the replacement of 8 NAS servers that will no longer be supported by the vendor after 9/30/08.

· 8/08 – Updated the NRUF section to replace NPA 500 with 5YY where applicable.

· 7/08 - Provided assistance to the OR PUC by sending three separate NNS notices and then sending separate emails to service providers the schedules of their open house public meetings in July and August to gather comments for the 541 NPA relief. The OPUC requested extra notices by NANPA to ensure service provider participation at the eighteen planned open house meetings this summer.

· 7/08 - Assisted CPUC staff and a commissioner’s advisor in answering inquiries on the 760 area code relief from a state legislator (Assemblyman Garrick).

· 7/08 – Assisted the West Virginia PSC Staff in understanding the status of the remaining numbering resources in the 304 NPA and the restrictions on assignment of three of the remaining 12 NXX codes.

· NANPA provided comments to the FCC on Level 3’s emergency petition for the assignment of additional telephone numbers in NPA 603 in New Hampshire.

· NANPA responded to 60 NANPA feedback emails from 7/1/08 through 7/31/08.

· Issue 595: Specify that test numbers are non-charge accepted at INC 100.  Resolved with no guideline changes at INC101.

· Issue 597: Revise CO Code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines to address use of the home NPA-NXX Code.  Issue resolved at INC100 and COCAG was updated 08/01/08.

· Issue 603: COCAG to address notification of NPA data sent to TRA.  Issue was accepted and resolved at INC101.  COCAG expected update on 10/10/08.

· Issue 606: Amendments to Section 7.2 of the CO Code (NXX) Guidelines, was accepted at INC101.
Complaints:  NONE

Beth Sprague covered the Code Admin matrix.

There was one code conflict.  NXX – recently returned - was assigned that still had 7 digit dialing.  Fortunately, the code holder had yet to assign customers in the NXX and NANPA was able to exchange the NXX.

The NANPA was asked if they were interested in doing something similar to what the PA did as far as cleaning up NXXs that still need Part 4s (i.e., from previous years, not recently assigned).  Beth stated that she had spoken to the PA about what they did and NANPA is willing to attempt a clean up.  There are about 400 NXXs with outstanding Part 4s - most of which are wireless.  Some states do not feel they have jurisdiction so the NXXs will have to go to the FCC for reclamation (if no Part 4 is filed) which will take time.

Nancy Fears covered the Other Resources matrix.

The NRUF matrix was covered by Al Cipparone.  

NPA Relief Planning activities:

Eastern Region:

For July 2008

· One performance measurement was due in July and it was completed on time.

· We responded to all voicemail and email messages within one business day.

· Assisted the WV PSC Staff in understanding the status of the remaining numbering resources in the WV 304 NPA and the restrictions on assignment of three of the remaining 12 NXX codes.

For August 2008

· 8/21 – WV 304 Jeopardy status review call scheduled to set aside additional codes for the PA. 

· Shadowed the WV 304 subcommittee meeting on 8/19/08.

Western Region:

For July 08 

· 7/08 – OR 541 NPA – NANPA posted three NNS notices regarding Oregon PUC’s ten public comment open house meetings for public input on July 8-9-10 and July 22-23-24 and three meetings on August 5 and 6 on the 541 NPA relief petition. Per OPUC request, for each of these NNS notices, sent an additional email to SPs that had attended or were expected to attend the OR relief planning meetings to encourage SP participation at the meetings. 

· 7/08 – NM 505 NPA – NANPA sent email to every SP in the new 575 NPA that hasn’t changed their ANI on the urgency to complete their ANI changes by August 20, 2008 so the 800/SMS Help Desk database updates can take place prior to mandatory dialing in October. Also sent a similar email to the NM Exchange Carrier Group (ILECs).

· 7/08 -  CA 760 NPA – NANPA assisted CPUC staff and a commissioner’s advisor in answering inquiries on the 760 area code relief from a state legislator (Assemblyman Garrick).

For August 08

· 8/08 – CA 760 NPA – NANPA assisted CPUC staff in looking at the number of remaining codes available for assignment and historical demand in the 760 NPA.

· 8/08 – WI 715 & 920 NPA – NANPA assisted WI PSC staff with number of remaining codes available in 715 & 920 NPAs in their preparation of an internal report to the commission.

Also attended the subcommittee meetings for the WV 304, NM 505, UT 801, CA 714, CA 760 and CA 818.

INC Update:  

Update is really from INC 101 which was held last week (8/18 – 8/21).

Besides those INC issues mention in the PIP section, issue 591 (Change Timeline of Part 1 / Part 3 Processing for NANPA) – which will change NANPA’s processing time from 14 calendar days to 7 calendar days - went to initial closure at INC 101.  There was discussion at INC about adding an expedite “box” that an SP would check when there will not be any expedite documentation so that the full administration processing time will not be added to the request.

NANPA is also following up on an item that came from the 505/575 NPA split in New Mexico.  SMS800 Helpdesk let the industry know that ANI conversion must take place 6 weeks prior to an NPA split.  NANPA is finding out if this is a requirement or a “wish list” item.  If it is a requirement, then NANPA will bring an issue to INC to document the requirement in conjunction with NPA splits.

The next meeting is September 23rd @ 2pm Eastern.

The NAS maintenance that was performed over the weekend of 8/22/2008 went smoothly and no problems have been reported.

Since there were no further questions or comments by the NOWG, the meeting was adjourned.
