Mission and Scope

The following Mission and Scope was adopted:

Future of Numbering Working Group

Mission

To explore changes to the environment, including new and future technologies, the impact of market place and/or regulatory changes and innovations on telephone numbering. 

Scope:

The Working Group will investigate new telephone numbering assignment approaches and future telephone number assignment requirements. The Working Group will identify trends and assess their impact upon numbering resources. The Working Group, if necessary, will analyze potential changes to numbering administration and use common criteria to determine the feasibility and benefit of each and report its findings to the NANC. The Working Group will also analyze various topics that may be given to it from time to time by the NANC and/or FCC.

Contribution Review

1. “INC Guidelines” Contribution Review (Adam Newman)


The team decided to hold this discussion until after the next INC meeting so that this WG 
will have the benefit of the discussion at the INC regarding the Navy’s request. 


Action Item: Adam Newman will resubmit his contribution with additional 
information for use and discussion by this WG.
2. “Trends” Contribution Review (Penn Pfautz)

Penn presented his contribution to the WG. The team discussed some possible next steps, including identifying items that may impact numbering resources in the short term and/or may have a high impact in the long term. Once a short list is identified, quantitative approaches or criteria for determining the significance of the trend impact and using each trend impact as a component of NRUF to determine their effect upon the NANP.

The need to consider Regulatory activity and how it could serve to further conserve numbering resources was discussed, including unlocking stranded resources.

The group discussed how to meld the old with the new trends, how interconnection may impact NANP resources and how we can gracefully move out of the old into the new.

One approach that the WG believes warrants consideration is “the use of NANP numbers to enable new technologies with a balanced approach to consumers.”
