Process Improvement Plan (PIP) Review

Updated the NOWG on the highlighted items.

 The data integrity section was updated and reviewed.  There was a dramatic change in OCN due to one service provider making changes.

The NANPA newsletter will come out once the FCC has approved the NANP exhaust.

All planning letters are now posted on the NAS website.

NANPA Complaints

Mentioned the two previous complaints that were discussed in November.  The current 3 complaints don’t deal with NANPA or their performance.  John Manning did contact each of the folks that submitted the complaints and helped them better understand their issues and what would be the next step forward.

The FCC directly refers people to the NANPA website even if it is not a formal complaint against NANPA.

CO Code Administration

 Personnel’s training continues for the Code Administration staff.

The CO Code metrics were reviewed.  All were met with the exception of 2 applications were not being worked in 10 business days.  There were no questions from the NOWG.

There was a report given of Other Numbering Resources, all metrics were met.

NAS

Sent notice of February NRUF filing.  Working with system to update discrepancies.

Numbering Resource Utilization/Forecasting (NRUF) System

Reviewed NRUF metrics.   NRUF now shows, broken out, how many submissions are via web, FTP and email.

The missing utilization measurement was sent out late because of potential errors in NAS.  Anomalies not sent because of the same reason.

NPA Relief Planning

Reviewed metrics.  All met

The FCC has still not given approval to post the new exhaust figures of the NANP.

NANP Administration Process/Procedures 

INC met in December.  The Navy has requested their own NPA.  NANPA is proceeding based on the guidelines by soliciting input from the other NANP countries.

Number Conservation Activities/Special Projects

The operational review will be in early March in Sterling, VA.  John will post the NANPA survey (and PA if requested) on the NANPA website and the NANC Chair Website.
