· A participant asked the PA a question about a new issue being brought in to INC: can the PA explain why they want to change the language from “should” to “shall”? The PA responded that the issue relates to carriers requesting an over-contaminated block.  Currently, the guidelines state that l the SP requesting to take over the block “shall” provide a statement in the remarks field, however, the guidelines don’t tell the PA what to do if carriers don’t actively acknowledge the over-contamination on the block in the remarks field. The PA’s believes that “should” is more appropriate because it allows the PA to proceed with the application and the PA is already aware of who is eligible to take over the block. If the “shall” remains in the guidelines, the guidelines need to provide the PA guidance on what to do if the carrier doesn’t acknowledge the contamination. Whenever possible, the PA doesn’t want to deny the application and have to ask the carrier to re-submit.

· SP’s own donated, uncontaminated thousands-blocks (first attempting to use the 0, 1, 8 and 9 thousands-blocks);

· uncontaminated thousands-blocks from other SPs (first attempting to use the 0, 1, 8 and 9 thousands-blocks); and contaminated blocks from other SPs.

· NAS/PAS Interface – The PA noted that at the end of January, NANPA advised the PA that an anomaly was identified with regards to the interface. While records were being transmitted to the NANPA from the PA, not all were being received.
