POOLING TASK FORCE REPORT

KEY ISSUES

· A conference call was conducted on 12/05/02

· Four Pooling problems were identified and addressed

· In the NPAC, the NXX code is listed under the SPID of another carrier

· An INC contribution will be submitted.   The suggested resolution is using the Part 3 confirmation as certification of the NXX Code Holder. 

· Wireline service providers have not completed their intra-service provider ports.

· This issue will be submitted as a PIM to the LNPAWG.   Wireline carriers have requested that their customers be ported back to them in the past.  However, most wireless carriers will not be capable of porting customers between carriers (inter-service provider ports) until 4Q03.

· Ciber record changes are required to support records with the same MIN and MDN

· Inadvertent porting of wireless numbers

· Wireless carriers need to have a process in place to monitor NPAC messages (e.g. an operational SOA) and place inadvertent ports into conflict until they can be resolved.

ACTION ITEMS

· The next conference call is scheduled for January 23, 2003 to address the status of Pooling issues
· Based upon the status of Pooling issues, the Task Force will discuss whether it should continue or sunset and transition Pooling issues to the WNPO to have a more operational focus
