The average assignment rate for the first six months of 2005 was 315 codes per month.  For the first half of 2004, the average assignment rate as compared with the same time period in 2004 of 270 codes.

The increase in denials is due to a few carriers returning a large number codes with ported TNs.  The process requires NANPA to deny the return application when a new code holder is found.

NPA Relief Planning
Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (report attached)

There are 4 NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· CA 310 – As of July 12, 2005, there are 10 codes available for assignment.

· IL 630 and 815 have an approved relief plan in place.

· GA 706 – Approved relief plan in place.

Assignment of 762 NPA
On June 23, 2005, the Georgia Public Service Commission approved an all-services overlay of the 706 NPA with the new 762 NPA.  The 706 NPA currently serves the northern half of Georgia excluding the Atlanta Metropolitan area.  Permissive 10-digit dialing begins on September 1, 2005 and mandatory 10-digit dialing will start April 3, 2006.  
Return of 835 NPA

The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission adopted an order on June 23, 2005 rescinding the consensus relief plan of the 835 NPA overlaying the 484/610 NPAs in southeastern Pennsylvania and the previously adopted implementation schedule for the 835 NPA.  NANPA was ordered to reclaim the 835 NPA and return it to the pool of available area codes within the North American Numbering Plan and place it in “reserved” status.


NRUF Activities

August 1 NRUF Submission Cycle
The August 1, 2005 NRUF submission cycle is underway.  Per the FCC Numbering Resources Optimization Order (NRO Order), FCC 00-104, carriers must report numbering utilization and forecast data on a semi-annual basis to the NANPA.

For the upcoming August 1, 2005 NRUF (Form 502) due date, carriers are reminded to report utilization data as of June 30, 2005 and forecast data for the next 4 1/2 years, with Year 1 on all forecast forms referring to additional resources needed for the remainder of 2005.  The August 1, 2005 NRUF (Form 502) is due on or before close of business on Monday, August 1, 2005.

Please see the NANPA website, www.nanpa.com, through “Services” then “NRUF Data Collection and Analysis” for directions regarding methods of submission and to download the NRUF 502 Geographic Job Aid and/or the Non-Geographic Job Aid.  As a reminder, if you have not already registered to be a user of NAS, you must do so prior to submitting your NRUF.  This applies to all reporting carriers who intend to submit NRUF data via email, EFT, or the NAS on-line capability.

NAS NRUF Survey

NANPA has concluded a NAS Numbering Resource Utilization/Forecast (NRUF) User Survey.  This survey sought opinions, recommendations and concerns regarding the submission of utilization and forecast data via the NRUF reporting process.  General conclusions from results:

· Excel spreadsheet (Form 502) is still the most popular method of submission

· Satisfaction with the on-line NAS-NRUF capabilities increases as one uses it more often

· High level of satisfaction with error notifications 

· Personal assistance is needed, regardless of amount and detail of documentation

· Over 80% of the respondents satisfied with NANPA promptness in providing assistance

· Education/training is a continual need

NANPA plans to hold training sessions later this year to assist service providers in their interaction and use of NAS-NRUF.

NAS NRUF State Refresher Training

NANPA conducted another NRUF state refresher training on June 17, 2005.  Along with the training session in May, twelve (12) states and the FCC participated.  The purpose of the training was to discuss the various NAS NRUF reporting capabilities available to state NAS users and how these reports can assist the states in their number optimization efforts.  Also addressed was the state NRUF database that NANPA provides the states after each NRUF submission cycle.
