Summary of Central Office Code Categories

The following are the definitions of the code categories included on the CO Code Activity Report. 

Requests – Sum of all the different categories of code requests by month.

Assignments – Quantity of CO code applications (i.e., the Part 1 Request form of the CO code (NXX) Assignment Guidelines) that resulted in the assignment of a code to a service provider.

Changes – Quantity of CO code applications that resulted in a change in the information associated with a code assignment.  Per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines, service providers submit a Part 1 Request form with the appropriate changes. 

Denials – Quantity of CO code applications that were denied assignment of a code because they failed to meet the criteria for assignment as prescribed by the CO Code Assignment Guidelines. 

Cancel– Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to either cancel or withdraw a previous assignment request.

Disconnects – Quantity of CO code applications requesting NANPA to disconnect an assigned code.  Codes that are returned to NANPA are included in this category.

Reservations – Quantity of code applications requesting and receiving a code reservation per the CO Code Assignment Guidelines.  Applicants receiving a code reservation must submit a Part 1 Request form at the time they want the code to be assigned to them.

NANPA assigned one (1) NPA code in 2003 (NPA 684 for American Samoa).  One NPA code (NPA 445) was returned but remains reserved for the PA 215/267 NPA relief.  Two NPAs (886 and 889) were returned in July 2003 and set aside for toll free service.

Three (3) new NPAs went into service in 2003 (all in Texas).  Looking back over the past three years, 9 NPAs were placed into service in 2002, 26 NPAs in 2001 and 14 in 2000. 

NPA Assignments in 2004

NANPA recently assigned two (2) NPA codes for relief of exhausting area codes:

· NPA 779 in relief of IL 815 (assigned in Feb04)

· NPA 769 in relief of MS 601 (assigned in Mar04)

Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (attached report)

There are seven NPAs currently projected to exhaust within the next 12 months.  A summary of their relief planning status is provided below:

· IL 815, IL 630, CA 909 and MS 601 have approved relief plans.

NANP Resource Status Update

FG B Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

During 2003, there were three (3) FG B CICs assigned and 18 FG B CICs reclaimed, for a total of 819 assignments.  At this time, there is no concern relating to the exhaust of this resource based upon the current rate of assignment.

FG D Carrier Identification Codes (CICs)

The number of FG D CIC assignments in 2003 was 191 codes, up from 163 in 2002.  There were 77 FG D CICs returned/reclaimed.  The average monthly assignment rate is 16 codes per month in 2003.  Over 7,300 CICS remain available for assignment.  Based on the average monthly assignment rate over the last 12 months, the projected exhaust of this resource (with the continued limit of 2 FGD CICs per entity in force) is nearly 40 years.

All ranges of FGD CICs are now available for assignment (i.e., 0XXX-9XXX) with a few exceptions (i.e., 0911, X411, 411X, and 9000-9199).

500 NPA

In 2003, NANPA assigned 11 new 500-NXX codes and reclaimed 15 codes.  At the end of 2003, there were 519 500 NXX assigned, with 272 codes available for assignment.  The average assignment rate is approximately one code per month.  At this rate, 500-NXX resources should last for the next 20 years.

900 NPA

Similar to previous years, the demand for 900 NXX codes is non-existent.  Only three 900-NXX were assigned in 2003 (all in Canada) and 7 codes were reclaimed.  At the end of 2003, there were 199 assigned/reserved 900-NXX codes.

555 Line Numbers

The intended use for 555 line numbers includes the provisioning of information services but may grow to include a broad range of existing and future services as well.  There were 13 national 555 line numbers assigned in 2003.  At the end of the year, 7,455 555 line numbers were assigned for national use, 333 were assigned for non-national use, 116 remained “in dispute” and 100 were reserved.  There were 21,996 555 line numbers available for assignment.  

NPA 456 (International Inbound Service), 800-855, Vertical Service Codes and Automatic Number Identification (ANI) II Digits and N11 Codes

The purpose of NPA 456 and its associated NXXs is to enable the routing of inbound international calls for carrier-specific services, particular to that service provider's network, to and between countries served by the NANP.  800-855 numbers are used only for the purpose of accessing public services on the Public Switched Telephone Network (PSTN) intended for the deaf, hard of hearing, or speech impaired.  Vertical Service Codes (VSCs) are customer-dialed codes in the *XX or *2XX dialing format for touch-tone and the 11XX or 112XX dialing format for rotary phones.  They are used to provide customer access to features and services (e.g. call forwarding, automatic callback, etc.) provided by network service providers such as local exchange carriers, interexchange carriers or commercial mobile radio service (CMRS) providers.  Automatic Number Identification (ANI) “II” digits are digit pairs sent with the originating telephone number.  The digit pair identifies the type of originating station; e.g., plain old telephone service (POTS) or hotel/motel.

There were no assignments of these resources in 2003.
2003 NANPA Annual Report

The 2003 NANPA Annual Report will be available on the NANPA website (under Publications, NANPA Annual Report) by the end of March 2004.  Notice will be sent to the NANC when the report is available.

NPA Exhaust Projections 
In accordance with the NANPA technical requirements, NPA and NPA exhaust projections will be made available at the end of April 2004.  Projections will be posted to the NANPA website (under Reports, NRUF).  

NANP Administration System (NAS) Overview

On February 9, 2004, the NANP Administration System cutover and became available for use.  This includes the following capabilities: 
· Service providers can enter and submit the Central Office Code Part 1s, MTEs, and Part 4s. 

· Service providers can enter and submit application forms for 500-NXXs, 900-NXXs, 456-NXXs, Carrier Identification Codes, 555 line numbers and 800-855 line numbers.

· Notifications on such items as changes to assignment guidelines, jeopardy procedures and NPA relief planning have are now being distributed via NAS NANP Notification System (NNS).  Notifications fall under two categories: Geographic and Non-Geographic Notifications.  Geographic Notifications are those issued for documents that have been generated for specific states and/or NPAs.  Non-Geographic Notifications are those that relate to the entire NANP and are not related to a specific state or NPA.  

Also introduced on February 9, 2004 was the new NANPA website.  The website contains most of the information on the old website but has been re-designed to better present the significant quantity of information found on the site.  The website contains real-time and daily CO code and other resource reports, area code maps and search capabilities, contact information, publications such as planning letters, jeopardy procedures, newsletters and annual reports and other tools to assist regulators, service providers and the general public.

NRUF on-line capabilities will not be available until April 2004.  Information concerning training will be distributed within the next few weeks.

During the week of January 26, 2004, NANPA conducted several training sessions on NAS capabilities.   These training sessions focused on CO code administration, other resource administration, NANP notification system and the NANPA website.  Over 200 individuals took advantage of this training.

Enterprise Services

As a reminder, under the new NANPA contract, NANPA is now required to support the paper entry of resource applications as an enterprise service.  NANPA will enter paper submissions (faxed or mailed copies) of resource applications into the NAS on behalf of the applicant.  This includes the application form as well as the in-service confirmation forms (e.g., for central office code administration, the Part 1 and associated MTE if applicable and Part 4 forms).

2003 NANPA Highlights

As part of its operational review session with the NOWG, NANPA prepared a summary of 2003 highlights.  It is provided here for NANC informational purposes.

2003 Central Office Code Administration Highlights

Delivered consistently high quality Code Administration service:

· 99.84% of all applications processed in 10 working days or less

· 99.99% of all applications processed without code rejects

· Began reclamation on codes within 6 months of the effective date 99.3% of the time 
· All code application errors identified when responding to applicant

· Average score of 4.6 on CO Code Administration surveys

Code Administration System (CAS) – Highly successful and well received

· In 2003 approximately 50% of all applications were submitted through CAS
· In 2003 90 CAS trouble tickets were submitted

· Limited modifications due to NANPA procurement

Continued implementation of FCC NRO Orders
· June 30, 2003 – NANPA implemented the 70% utilization threshold for growth codes

· NANPA continued management of state-specific utilization thresholds 

· Clarified and posted “safety valve” provision on a state basis 

· End of 2003 - 39 NPAs in jeopardy as compared to 41 at the end of 2002

Returned Codes with Ported TNs - 
· NANPA found a home for over 35,600 ported TNs

· In 2003, NANPA has found new code holders for 86 of the 90 disconnect Part 1s with ported TNs – a 96% success rate 
· (four codes, less than 100 numbers, disconnected in accordance with industry guidelines)
· Volume of returned codes with ported TNs down significantly from the 321 in 2002

Code Reports

· 27 states receive the Part 1 report daily, weekly or monthly

· Developed and implemented a Part 3 report delivered to 19 participating states

· Weekly CO code assignment reports and code disconnect report

· Reports on unavailable codes that potentially can be made available for assignment

· Utilized client contact list for NOWG Annual Survey announcement in October 2003 and reminder in January 2004

NANPA continued its CAS/LERG/NRUF comparison to identify and correct discrepancies.
· Nearly 7,500 codes differed in one or more of the following: OCN, Code assignment status or rate center in August 2002

· Vast majority of the discrepancies involved codes assigned before the transition to NANPA (NeuStar)

· By end of 2003, 3,370 OCN mismatches and 575 rate center discrepancies were corrected per the responses received from the service providers

· 1,249 codes changed from unavailable to available for assignment

· Total discrepancies reduced by 70%

2003 NPA Relief Planning Highlights

Changing environment for NPA relief planning impacted relief activities:

· Relief planning activities influenced by the reduction in code demand due to number pooling (wireline and wireless), the telecom environment, and the return of codes (only one relief project initiated in 2003).
· Relief planners directed activities related to current relief projects rather than initiation of new relief, such as:

· Rescinding jeopardy and withdrawing relief plans.

· Updating exhaust forecasts to reflect continued lowered demand.

· Reviewing unavailable code lists to increase assignment pools. 

· Responding to aging of relief petitions & updating records.

· Facilitated 49 industry meetings, all by conference call (e.g., NPA relief, jeopardy, unavailable code, petition withdrawal, implementation)
· Prepared and filed 5 industry petitions to withdraw relief

· Attended and participated in 12 state sponsored public meetings, regulatory hearings & workshops

· Published 3 Planning Letters announcing new relief or changes to existing relief projects

· Distributed 153 DDS notifications of NANPA activities & related documents

NANPA supported efforts to improve number optimization and provide excellent service to regulators and the industry

· Completed NPA-specific industry requirements concerning future NANPA actions based on industry established “triggers,” e.g., 815 IL jeopardy meeting was held when PA’s inventory fell to 5 codes or less.  
· Conducted a DDS training session attended by 28 industry participants to promote and improve use of the service.
· Completed facilitation refresher training 

· Maintained monthly report reflecting the status of active NPA relief projects.
· Participated in bi-monthly meetings with state regulators to address numbering concerns.
· Coordinated NANPA and Pooling Administration meetings to avoid conflicts in scheduling
· Provided explanation for how NANPA selects NPA codes for relief areas 
NPA relief planning met performance objectives on all 61 tracked events
· Continued to provide a very high level of customer satisfaction in the conduct of industry meetings 
· Based on quality surveys, NANPA received an average score of 4.85out of a maximum of 5 on relief planning meetings (one meeting this year) and 4.87 on conference calls (14 conference calls in 2003).
2003 NANP Resource Status Highlights

Processed 99.99% of all applications for CICs, 555 line numbers, 500 and 900 NXX codes in 10 working days.  In addition, all applicable code assignments were submitted to INC for reclamation.

Per FCC direction, NANPA initiated the assignment of CICs to switchless resellers.  In 2003, 38 FG D CICs were assigned to switchless resellers.

2003 NRUF Highlights
In 2003, NANPA processed 13,400 Form 502 submissions 

· Quantity of forms rejected  - 170 (majority of rejections due to FRN implementation with Feb03 submission cycle)

· Quantity of forms with minor errors  - 4,297

· Quantity of state reports – 143 
2003 Highlights of the NRUF reporting process: 

· 100% of NRUF updates processed in 5 working days
· 100% of corrections processed in 5 working days

· 100% missing utilization notices sent within 45 days

· 100% of updates provided to state within 30 days of change to SP reported utilization data 

· June 2003 - NANPA conducted four separate NRUF review sessions for service providers – over 200 service providers participated

· Job aid updated 60 days prior to submission deadline
· September 2003 – State NRUF refresher training conducted

· Provided 16 notifications to reporting carriers via the NRUF email distribution list – reminders of submission deadlines and notification of updates to NRUF Job Aids
NPA exhaust analysis, provided in June 2003, incorporated the national wireline and wireless pooling rollout.  Wireless pooling began in late November 2002.

· Impact of wireless number pooling incorporated into the individual NPA exhaust projections. 
· Sixteen NPAs had their exhaust projections modified by NANPA over 2003.

· NANC and involved states notified of changes in exhaust dates. 

NANPA provided updated NANP exhaust projection in July 2003
· Updated methodology reflected implementation of pooling and the incorporation of wireless pooling in the NPA exhaust projections.

· Conducted survey of LRN requirements of the service provider industry.

· Identified wireless grandfathered codes that may potentially be impacted by number portability and posted to the NANPA website.
