FCC/NANPA Performance Evaluation Review 

In person at the FCC meeting was Rosemary Emmer, Paul LaGattuta and Karen Mulberry from the NOWG and Sanford Williams, Diane Harmon, Jennifer Gorney, among others, from the FCC. The meeting lasted about 30 minutes without event.

Questions related to number of surveys received – must clarify that we did not have any duplicates. 

NANPA reviewed the slides several times with the NOWG. NANPA wanted to know if the NOWG rated NANPA “met” or “more than met.” 

The NOWG decided to inform the NANC that the report will be submitted to the NANC not in March but prior to the May meeting. The week of April 21 was proposed and accepted by the NOWG as the week it would be prepared to present the report to the NANC via conference call, if desired. The NOWG will have the report done by April 14, 2003 for the conference call or, May 5th  if the NANC prefers to be presented at the May NANC meeting.

NANPA received a complaint from Verizon regarding the need for specific blocks for DID use. The NOWG believes NANPA responded appropriately and that Verizon should take this off line with the NJ PSC. It was noted that block-swapping is not allowed.

Report and Analysis of the PA System Semi-Annual Forecasting Process

It was agreed that the text in yellow would be removed. The editorial group agreed to refine and resend the document to the NOWG.  It was pointed out that the NOWG needs to confirm for the NOWG that they used Appendix 1 when submitting its forecast. Jim was asked to get back to the NOWG.

It was pointed out that Section 3.1.5 Forms Processing, states in the last sentence that email-attachments, if received in NeuStar’s published format, will be electronically processed by the system.  The NOWG will reconvene on Friday to further work its report.
