Process Improvement Plan (PIP)

Nothing to add to the present PIP’s.  NANPA will review the performance evaluation they were provided after the NANC and will identify any new PIPs for 2004 at the August meeting.

NANPA Complaints

There were no formal complaints

CO Code Administration

They are moving forward on the move from Concord to Sterling.  Two new code administrators are now working in Sterling and two more are in training.  There is a new Senior Code Administrator, Joe Rano.  He and Jan Conley have switched positions and she will be going to the pooling administration group.  As the new administrators are trained, the website will be updated specifying their states of responsibility.  The Industry will be notified by website and NSS notifications.  The move should be final by the middle of August.

Because it is too early in the month and results are just now being compiled, as soon as performance reports are available, they will be sent out.  They will be covered at the August meeting with the August results.  After receipt of the July results, if anyone has any questions, they can contact John or Sandy.  

ACTION ITEM:  John Manning will send out July Code Administration reports when available.

Tom Foley did an analysis of the NAS – LERG data which consisted of rate center, OCN and code status discrepancies.

When Tom did the new lookup the rate center discrepancy is staying static.  The OCN discrepancy is over 400 discrepancies – which is about 40 –50 added each month.  He didn’t look at the code state.

NANPA is now asking carriers to make changes so records will be updated.  Will send carrier communications.  Sometimes there is a need to go back through pooling.

John said Industry needs to know they look at NAS as a government keeping system of records.  The records are in the government system.  These records are used in code assignment data reports and the NRUF and should be trued up.

Other numbering resources – All measurements met.

Number Administration System  - NAS

Discussed discrepancy in on line reports.  A report was issued from NANPA, which was included for the NOWG.  It outlined in detail, what had happened.  Attachment 3 showed the different reports involved.  FCC not to make companies or people involved public.

A NOWG member asked if there is an internal investigation going on.

NANPA said they have a standard suite of tests they do prior to deployment of releases.  During testing they knew reports came up, but didn’t look at contacts within the reports.  During testing now they check the content of any OCN driven reports to insure the user accessing the report just sees what they are supposed to.  The same goes for state reports.  Ongoing they will also monitor reports to make sure they are working properly.  

It was asked what kind of response they got back from the FCC.  John said they haven’t gotten back anything formal from the FCC, other then thank you for notifying them.  Have written them 3 times.  At NANC there was a question similar to what Jim C. asked.  Others spoke to him afterwards regarding their own companies.  

Numbering Resource Utilization Forecasting (NRUF) System

All performance measurements were met.  Beth is getting a lot of questions regarding the on-line submissions.  If you submit NRUF on line, you must be registered in NAS.

State Commission can access NRUF reports on line and must have a confidentially in place.

NPA Relief Planning

Performance measurements were on time for everything.  Filed notices that six NPAs were eligible to be withdrawn based on new exhaust figures.  So far have not heard from Commissions or Industry.

Subcommittee meetings in California for customer education and technical meetings (909/951 split).

Filed 815 NPA implementation plan with the ICC.

For now the Commission has suspended the 801 NPA split.

NANPA Administration Process/Procedures

There hasn’t been an INC meeting since the last call.  NANPA has an outstanding issue regarding removing from NPAC any code that has working SP’s on it.
