Summary of CO Code Activity (Jan-Sept04)
From January 1, 2004 – September 30, 2004, NANPA has assigned 2,367 central office codes.  For this same time frame, 665 codes have been return.  Net assignments to date are 1,702 codes.  If assignment trends continue for the rest of 2004, NANPA will assign nearly 3,200 codes, with net assignments at approximately 2,300 codes.

NPA Relief Activity Status Report

Status of NPA Codes Exhausting Within 36 Months (attached report)

· California NPA 310 – On October 7, 2004, the CPUC declined to split the area code at this time.  
· Illinois NPA 815 - The ICC approved the industry’s implementation plan to have the network ready for 1+10D permissive dialing by February 5, 2005 without any customer notice, and set a trigger of 24 codes remaining when NANPA will reconvene the industry to establish the implementation date of the new NPA. 
· Nebraska - NPA 402 - The NE PSC has an industry group investigating conservation measures to avoid NPA relief in both the 308 and 402 NPAs.  The NE staff asked NANPA to provide an estimate of NPA 402 exhaust if mandatory pooling were implemented in optional pooling rate centers.  This analysis estimate indicated that exhaust could move out to up to four years.  The current NPA exhaust projection for 402 is 2Q2006.  
· Okalahoma NPA 580 - The OCC recently petitioned the FCC for authority to require mandatory pooling in all rate centers outside the MSA that have two or more LNP-capable service providers. 
FCC Red Light Rule Impact on Assignment of Resources
Effective November 1, 2004, NANPA has initiated enforcement of the Red Light Rule.  The process presently used by NANPA is described below.

NANPA Interim Red Light Rule process:

1. On a daily basis, NANPA staff will access the FCC FTP file containing delinquent FRNs.

2. NANPA staff will run a report that compares the FRNs in the FTP file with the FRNs reported via the Number Resource Utilization/Forecast (NRUF) reporting process.  This comparison permits the identification of the Operating Company Number(s) (OCNs) associated with the FRN.  

3. NANPA staff will generate a report of OCN(s) that are ineligible to receive numbering resources due to the appearance of their FRN on the FCC delinquent list.  This report will be available to NANPA staff processing central office code assignment requests.

4. At the end of each business day, NANPA staff will run a query to identify all pending assignment/reservation applications for central office codes in geographic area codes.  A comparison will be performed on each pending assignment/reservation application to determine if the requesting OCN is on that day’s FCC delinquent list, and a list of those applications will be generated.  NANPA Code Administrators will be provided with this list.

5. If a NANPA Code Administrator processes any of those applications during the next business day, a Part 3 denial will be created with standard verbiage providing the reason for the denial and the contact information for the FCC’s Red Light Rule help desk.

NANPA will also provide a list of FRNs and associated OCNs to the National Pooling Administrator (PA) because the PA is also subject to the requirements of the Red Light Rule and the September 13 letter, but has no independent access to the OCNs in the NRUF data that is submitted to the NANPA.    

Questions concerning an entity’s status with regard to debts and payment must be directed to the FCC.  NANPA will not have any information on these matters.  In compliance with the FCC's requirements for NANPA, NANPA will simply use the list of delinquent FRNs provided by the FCC and identify the associated OCNs as part of the resource assignment and review process.

On October 13, 2004 NANPA has submitted two change orders as a result of the Red Light Rule.  The first change order is the interim process described above. Although NANPA personnel will, on a temporary basis, assume significant additional tasks to accomplish the processes described herein, there will be no cost associated with this short-term change order proposal.  

The second change order proposes modifying the NANP Administration System (NAS) to perform the functions described in the interim process.  If NAS is not modified within 6 months to accommodate the Red Light Rule as proposed in this change order, NANPA may seek to hire additional personnel to perform the functions on a long-term basis.  The costs associated with hiring additional personnel would be the subject of a separate change order proposal.
