· CO # 14 FCC approved 9/25/2007; scheduled for implementation on 11/1/2007.

· Ongoing refresher training for the code administrators on the MTEs and assisting applicants with the various fields.

· Refresher training in 09/07 on State and FCC certification validity.

· Refresher training in 09/07 on assigning codes under jeopardy procedures.

· Updated Job Aids under Numbering Resources, Central Office Codes on the website.

10/15/2007 one complaint filed.  800 number assigned was assigned to a new individual.  However, even though former “owner” had released the number, there are employees of the former company that still have it as a call back number.  John informed the individual that they would have to work with their carrier to get this issue worked through.

Joe Rano covered the Code Admin matrix.

Nancy Fears covered the Other Resources matrix.

The NRUF matrix was covered by Al Cipparone.

Wayne Milby will be handling the NPA Relief Planning as Joe was not able to be on the call.

For the East Region:

For September 2007

· No performance measurements were due in September.

· We responded to all voicemail and email messages within one business day.

· To save the Industry a meeting that was no longer needed, sent out a notice on September 19th to not hold the KY 270 jeopardy review call the trigger was set for 11 months ago unless at least one industry member advises Wayne that they feel the meeting still needs to be held because:
1. Industry did not know at that time relief would already be in progress

2. Pooling starts November 30, 2007

3. Also set aside codes meeting will be held when 1 set aside is remaining.  Six set aside codes are currently available.

4. Code assignments have slacked to less than 1 per month last 5 months

5. There is no restriction on code assignments with current rationing of 3 codes per month.

No industry member responded so time and expense were saved by all.

· NANPA gave the AL PSC Staff a heads up on the need to declare jeopardy for the AL 256 NPA and responded to questions on the jeopardy process

· Jeopardy was declared for the AL 256 NPA on September 20th due to a large request for codes that made it clear that exhaust was potential before relief could be implemented because the frequency and size of the large requests were increasing.  

· On September 25th, responded to a request from the NYS DPS Staff to update the relief alternative lives in the NY 315 NPA relief petition NANPA filed on behalf of the industry on 12/23/99.  A copy of the response was posted on NAS-NNS.

· The AL 256 jeopardy meeting was held on October 4, 2007.  Rationing was set at 3 codes per month and 20 codes were set aside for the PA with a trigger to meet again when the number drops to 10 or less.

· The IPD was distributed on October 4th for the AL 256 relief meeting scheduled for November 8th.

· NANPA visited with the WV PSC on October 9th and provided training on numbering to the staff and commissioners.

· AL PSC issued order on October 9th for the implementation of additional pooling authority for the AL 256 NPA
